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HISTORIA PARAFII SW. JOZAFATA

Polacy, jako naréd katolicki, trzymat sie zawsze blisko swego Ko-
sciota. To okazato sie bardzo dobitnie szczegodlnie na emigracji. Gdzie
grupa polska sie osiedlita, tam zwykle zaraz organizowano parafie i bu-
dowano kosciét, nieraz z wielkim poswieceniem.

Tak tez byto i w Detroit. Juz w roku 1870 powstaje pierwsza polska
parafia $w. Wojciecha. Gdy jej kosciét nie moégl pomiescié wszystkich Po-
lakéw na wschodniej stronie miasta, postanowiono wybudowaZ nowy ko-
sciét — $w. Jézafata.

Ks. Biskup detroicki Jan Foley w 1889 r. palecit Ks. Rochowskiemu
zorganizowa¢ nowa parafie i wybudowa? nowy koéiciét. Grunt pad budowe
kosciota podarowat Tomasz Zéttowski p:zy ulicach Hastings i Fremont
(obecnie Canfield). Do pracy zabrano sie natvchmiast. Dnia 6 pazdzie-
nika 1889 r. zostat poswiecony kamien wegielny, a juz 2 lutego 1890 r.
poswiecono nowy budynek, ktéreg> pisrwsze pietro miato stuzy¢ za szkote,
a drugie — przeznaczono na koicidt. Pierwszym proboszczem nowzj pa-
rafii zostat wyznaczony Ks. Antoni Leks. Ncwy proboszcz po roku zre-
zygnowat z parafii, a na jego miejscz zostat zamianowany Ks. Martyniusz
Mozejewski, ktéry mial do pomocv Ks. Flo iana Chodniewicza. Po kilku
miesigcach pracy Ks. proboszcz M. Mozejewski ustapit z powodu wattego
zdrowia.

W maju 1891 r. proboszczem parafii sw. Jézafata zostaje Ks. Jan
Rzadkowolski, ktéry rozbudowat Jézafatowo nie tylko jako placéwke ko-
cielnq, lecz i narodowa. Po kilku latach parafia liczyta przeszto tysiac
rodzin, a w jej obrebie powstawaty liczne polskie interesy, jak w sréd-
miesciu.

Po dziesieciu latach istnienia parafii pzstancwicno wybudowaé nowy
<osciot, poniewaz stary byl juz za maty, nowa p'ebanie oraz dom dla ko-
icielnego, pod ktérym miaty sie misici¢ kotly do ogrzewania. Dzigki szla-
chetnej ofiarnosci parafian dziel tych dokonano. W roku 1907 wybudo-
wano dom dla Siéstr nauczycielek. Ksiedzu Rzodkowolskiemu pornagali w
pracy parafialnej ksieza: Apolinary Tyszka, Sylwester Kolkiewicz, Jan Mii-
ler, Mikotaj Wybraniec i Wtadystaw Wiecek jako wikary.

Po 24 latach znojnej pracy zmart proboszcz, a na jego miejscz zo-
stat zamianowany Ks. Jézef Lemka. wielki patriota i Polak. Za jeqo wto-
darstwa powstata Wyzsza Szkota (High School). Ks. J. Lemka objat pa-
rafie $w. Joézafata w czasie pierwszej wojny Swiatowej. Wiele przyczynit
sie¢ on do rekrutowania Armii Polskiej, ktéra wiasnie z tego kosciota wy-
jezdzata na front do Francji. Zbierat on fundusze dla Polski, a w pleba-
nii goscit wielkich i wptywowych ludzi. W tej patriotycznej pracy poma-
gali mu dzielni wikarzy: Ks. Szczepan Trepczynski, Ks. Bernard Jarzem-
bowski, Ks. Stanistaw Wasielewski i Ks. Jozef Gorski.

W roku 1926 Ks. J. Lemka zostat przeniesiony do innej parafii, a
jego miejsce zajat Ks. Maksymilian Gannas. Nowy proboszcz postarat sie,
aby Wyzsza Szkota zostata uznana przez wladze stanowe. Uczelnia ta
staneta w tym czasie na wysokim pozicmie naukowym, ktéry zachowata
az do dnia dzisiejszego. W ciagu ostatnich 50-ciu lat z tejze szkoty wy-
szto wielu wybitnych profesjonalistéw. Szkota posiada wspaniaty zbiér dziet
naukowych w swej bibliotece, jakiego nie ma wiele szkét detroickich. Réw-
niez na polu sportu jest dobrze znana szkota éw. Jézafata. Przez szereg
lat druzyny pitki koszykowej zdobywaly mistrzowstwa nie tylko na terenie
Detroit, ale nawet siegaty po ten tytut w stanie Michigan. O tym s$wiad-
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cza liczne tiofea, z kidrycn sie szczyci Wyzsza Szkola sw. Jézaiaia. Safery
Patrol szkoty zyskiwat sobie wielekro¢ uznanie od Klubu Autcmobilowego
z Dotroit. W ostatnim roku szkolnym zostat on w szczegdlniejszy sposcb
wyrozniony za bohaterstwo jednego z jego cztonkéw, ktéry uratowat sze-
écioro dzieci od niechybnej $mierci z narazeniem wfasnego zycia. Duch
w szkole éw. Jézafata byt zawsze dobry i dzis takim réwniez jest, a dzieki
niemu szkota ta osiagneta tak piekne wyniki.

W tym czasie dzielnica $w. Jézafata zostawata coraz wiecej zalud-
niara przez murzynéw. Parafianie zaczeli sie przenosic w inne strony mia-
sta. Dla wygody dzieci, ktére z daleka musiaty przychodzi¢ do szkoty,
zorganizowano kuchnie w szkole z najlepszymi i najnowszymi urzqdzenia-
mi. Ks. proboszczowi Gannasowi dopomagali wikarzy: Ks. Jézef Gorski,
Ks. Piotr Borkowski, Ks. Edmund Behrendt i Ks. Zygmunt Osmiafowski.

W r. 1939 parafia $w. Jozafata obchodzita Ztoty Jubileusz swego
istnienia. W tymze roku Ks. Gannas przeniesiony zostal do parafii Sw.
Franciszka, a Ks. Edmund tukasiewicz zostat proboszczem parafii $w. Jo-
zafata.

Parafia éw. Jézafata wydata szeiciu kaptanéw: Ks. Jozefa Utasiq,
Ks. Edmunda btukasiewicza, Ks. Edwarda Wolschona, Ks. Maksymiliana
Karnienieckiego i Ks. Franciszka Szaniawskiego.

Towarzystwa przy parafii $w. Jozafata powstawaly w _nastepujacym
porzadku: Towarzystwo $w. Jozafata i Wiecznego Rézanca, Tow. sw. Jana
Chrzciciela, éw. Antoniego, Ks. Piotra Skargi, Zywego Rézanca, Serca Jezus,
Trzeciego Zakonu, Sodalicji Panien, L.C.B.A., Matki Boskiej Czestochow-
skiej, Catholic Order of Foresters, Y.M.C., Grupa Zwiazku Polek, Matki
Chrzeécijanskie, Komitet Ratunkowy, Klub Kolektoréw i Koto Rodzicielskie
(P.T. AL

Ks. E. tukasiewicz zmart po roku urzedowania, a po nim admini-
stratorem parafii byt Ks. Zygmunt Osmiatowski przez pare miesiecy. We
wrzedniu 1940 roku J. E. Ks. Arcybiskup Edward Mooney zamianowat
proboszczem parafii $w. Jozafata Ks. Aleksandra F. Jarzembowskiego, kto-
1y obecnie ma piecze nad parafia. Obecnemu Ks. proboszczowi pomagali
nastepujacy wikarzy: Ks. Z. Os$miatowski, Ks. Jan Krause, Ks. Wtadystaw
Golas i teraz Ks. Wincenty Oberc.

Pomimo tego, ze wiekszo$é parafian mieszka bardzo daleko, to jed-
nak sa oni bardzo przywiqzani do swego pieknego kosciota i do swej pa-
rafii. Przyjezdzaja na nabozenstwa do koéciota i posytaja swe dzieci do
szkoty parafialnej. Czyniq to dlatego, bo kochaja swoj koécidt i parafig,
te prastara placowke koscielng i narodowa. Parafia $w. Jézafata ma row-
niez wielu szlachetnych przyjaciot, ktérzy chociaz oficjalnie nie naleza
do niej, to jednak zawsze popieraja przedsiewziecia parafialne.

Zaréwno Ksieza, jak i Zacni Parafianie oraz Szlachetni Przyjaciele
Parafii éw. Jozafata — swym poswieceniem i ofiarnoscia wypetniaja wole
J. E. Ks. Kardynata Edwarda Mooney, ktéry pragnie, aby parafic $w. Jé-
zafata nie tylko istniata, ale réwniez rozwijata sie wedtug wielkich ideatow
jej Czcigodnych Przodkow.

Niech Dobry Bég bfogostawi tej zboznej pracy!”

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MAIN ALTAR
ST. JOSEPHAT’S CHURCH

ALTARS AND MURALS IN ST, JOSAPHAT R. C. CHURCH
Detroit, Michigan

St. Josaphat R. C. Church being one
of the oldest Catholic Churches in Det-
roit, has had, its interior renovated
after nearly forty years. This work has
been done, in the main, by a Polish
artist from Krakow, named Karol Mal-
czyk with the aid of his wife Milada.
The spirit of this labor of love is in
keeping with the history of this church
— the symbol of Polish Catholicity in
America. Volunteers departed from this
church for the battle fronts of Europe
with the blessing of Our Lady of Czes-
tochowa, to fight for freedom of Poland.
After that victory the first Polish Con-
sulate was formed. It consisted of mem-
bers of this parish. The Polish and Ame-
rican Veterans have had their anniver-
saries celebrated with proper Masses
and sermons in this church, which is,
indeed, dear to the hearts of all of Po-
lish ancestry.

The main Altar is dedicated to St.
Josaphat, Martyr for the unity of the
Catholic Church, His purity is symbo-
lized by the white on the Altar. The
Gold is symbolic of his spiritual wealth,
and the red of the platform carpet de-
notes the blood of this Martyr. There is
a beautiful painting of the Patron Saint,
in the center of the Altar which alter-
nates with a magnificent picture of Our
Lady of Chestochowa. The other four
altars are dedicated as follows: the
Sacred Heart of Jesus, the Blessed Vir-
gin Mary, St. Francis of Assisi and St.
Anthony.

The murals in the sanctuary symbo-
lize most eloquently the truths and
beauty of the Catholic Faith. Upper-
most, over the main altar, is the Most
Blessed Trinity. It is depicted in the
acceptance of the Most Precious Sacrifi-
ce of the Divine Son by His Eternal
Father the Most Holy Spirit.”For 5od so
loved the world that he gave his only-
begotten Son”.(John 3:16). The Nati-
vity of Our Lord is the Incarnation of
the Son of God. The Last Supper signi-
fies the Testament of Our Lord: "I
will not leave you orphans® (John 14:18)
“Take and eat: this is my body ... All
of you drink of this: for tthis is my
blood...” (Matt. 26:26-28). “Do this in
remembrance of me” (Luke 22:19-20).
“Behold, I am with you all days, even
unto the consummation of the world”
(Matt. 28:20). Directly above the place
where rests the bier of the faithful
departed brought for the burial services
to this church, is the beautiful picture
of the resurrection of Our Lord, adding
comfort to mind and heart of the be-

reaved, through the words of Our Di-
vine Master: “He who eats my flesh
and drinks my blood has life everlasting
and I will raise him up on the last day”
(John 6:55). Since the picture of Our
Lady of Chestochowa is placed in the
main altar, it follows that the love of
the Poles should be so beautifully sym-
bolized by a large painting on the epistle
side. Portrayed here is a figure of a pea-
sant dressed in his Sunday garb, carry-
ing the huge, plain cross of love and
sacrifice, followed by a host of pilgrims.
On the gospel side we have the picture
of the miracle occuring on the river
Wisla, At the height of this decisive
battle, the Blessed Virgin Mary ap-
peared above the battle ground, turning
the tide of battle against the Bolshe-
viks. This was the victory of faith
against atheism. This is the cherished
hope of the Poles for a final victory
through Mary, the Mother of God.

Of the pictures of the four Evange-
lists, St. John was placed nearest to
Christ. His gospel gives the strongest
and clearest explanations of the funda-
mentals of the Divinity of Christ. Since
St. Luke wrote so much about the facts
concerning Our Blessed Lady’s life, it
seemed only proper to place him near-
est to the picture of Mary, Queen of
Poland. Even more so because, accor-
ding to tradition, the picture of Our
Lady of Czestochowa was painted by
him. On the arms of the cross, in the
center of the church, the evangelits, St.
Matthew and St. Mark form the entirety
of the Gospels.

On the epistle side in the arm of the
cross are St. Barbara, patroness of a
happy death and St. Alexander, the
pastor's patroin Saint.

On the gospel side are the pictures
of St. Stanislaus, Bishop and Martyr,
who shed his blood for the sanctity of
christian home life. Also, on that side
of the Blessed Virgin Mary Altar, is
the mural of St. Bernard, author of
many books written in Her honor. This
painting was donated by the Very Rev.
Dr. Bernard Jarzembowski, also an
author of many books in honor of Bles-
sed Virgin Mary and preacher of ser-
mons for the recruiting of soldiers du-
ring the first world war.

The picture of Mary, Queen of Poland,
includes some of the best known Saints
and Blessed of the Polish nation. This
is one of the most outstanding murals
in St. Josaphat Church.
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St. Cecilia has always been and al-
ways will be an inspiration to the church
choir, therefore she was placed above
them for further inspiration.

The recent decree declaring St. Joseph
- the Patron of the working men -
brought forth the realization of the
holiness of true and honest labor. The
Holy Family, although most royal, did
not consider it beneath its dignity to
perform works of labor as depicted in
this church.

Facing this is a picture representing
the great love and concern of Christ
for children. ‘“Let the little children
come to me, and do not hinder them,
for of such is the kingdom of God.”
(Luke 18:16-17). Our Divine Savior is
never too tired to receive all who are
humble. “Unless you turn and hecome
like little children, you will not enter
into the kingdom of heaven.” (Matt.
18:3).

Above each of the confessionals are
murals representing contrition, sorrow
for sins, penance and perseverance in
good unto the end. On the epistle side,
at the front, are represented Adam and
Eve, cast out from paradise. The pro-
mised Messias is the hope of salvation
given unto them after due penance for
their sin. The confessional on the same
side, shows St. Mary Magdalen doing
penance for sins of luxury, by wiping
the feet of Jesus with her beautiful
hair, and thus receiving forgiveness
from Christ and becoming one of the
greatest saints of God.

The mural over the confessional at

the rear of the gospel side shows the
rich father leaving his home and stoop-
ing to lift up his kneeling, penitent,
prodigal son. The Eternal Father is
eagerly awaiting the return of his errant
son, even as the good shepherd goes
forth to seek his straying sheep.

On the gospel side, at front of the
church, is the sorrowful picture of
Christ leaving the Court Room and St.
Peter, mindful of his denial of the
Master, weeps over his sins. Even those
nearest to Christ have the misfortune
of falling into sin, but the grace of God
is never wanting for those, who are
truly penitent.

These murals are indeed a work of
love and sacrifice, not only on the part
of the artist, but of all contributors.
They become a monumental, most elo-
quent sermon on the teaching of Our
Divine Saviour, Jesus Christ.

“Holy Father, keep in thy name those
thou hast given me, that they may be
one even as we are.” (John 17:11) —
“Yet not for these only do I pray, but
for those also who through their word
are to believe in me, that all may be
one, even as thou, Father, in me and I
in thee: that they also may be one in
us, that the world may believe that
thou hast sent me. And the glory that
thou hast given me, I gave to them,
that they may be one, even as we are
one: I in them and thou in me: that
they may be perfected in unity, and
that the world may know that thou
hast sent me, and that thou hast loved
them even as thou hast loved me.”

(John 17:20-23).
