THE HISTORY OF THE IMMACULATE CONCEPTION PARISH

1. FAITHFUL TO OWN TRADITIONS

Through the Providence of God, the Ukrain-
nian Catholic Church has been trusted with the
great mission of becoming the synthesis between
the East and the West by leading the East back
to the One true Fold. Because of this great mis-
sion, our Church has been persecuted through
the ages not only by Orthodox Moscow, butl also
by Latin Catholic Poland. These have brought
many Calvaries to our persecuted Ukraine not
because we are Catholics, but because we are
Catholics of the Eastern Byzantine Rite. For
example, Czar Peter I and Catharine II of Rus-
sia not only tolerated Latin Catholics in Russia,
but even granted freedom to these people. Peo-
ple of our rite, however, were spiritually tor-
mented to no end.

Our enemies continue to spread the false be-
lief that only the Western Latin Church is the
Catholic Church. The fact that our rite does
exist is a direct contrast to that belief which
to this day is the root of so many controversies.
Knowing the mission of the Ukrainian Church,
our foes fear that through our Church other
nations of the East will one day unite again
with Rome. Their greatest fear is the hope of
Pope Urban VII, “Per vos, Rutheni, Orientem
convertendum spero!”, or “I believe that the
East will return to the True Fold through the
intervention of the Ukrainian Church.” It seems
Christians become as heathens when they perse-
cute another people only becauses they want to
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serve their God in their own way, in their own
tongue, in their own hearts.

In today’s U.S.S.R., the Godless Russian com-
munists follow these same policies in regard to
our Church. We see a paradox beyond the Iron
Curtain which few can understand. While the
communists seen to tolerate the Latin Catholic
Church of Poland granting it its own hierarchy,
churches, schools, and presses, these same com-
munists have practically exterminated the
Ukrainian and other Eastern rite Churches by
murdering its people and sending the rest to
Siberian concentration camps. Although our di-
oceses, parishes, churches, schools, press, and
religious orders have been exterminated, and
the religious murdered or sent to Siberia, our
Church continues to grow and walk its thorny
path.

Almighty God did not forget His people. About
ninety years ago, the first waves of our Ukra-
inian immigrants reached the shores of Ameri-
ca. The voice of God had directed our poor
peasants to flee to the New World beyond the
oceans, to build new altars of its rite in offer-
ings for those left behind. These peasants, our
salt of the earth, brought with them their
strong faith in God, their firm convictions, and
their love for their native country. In a short
time. these pioneers left their imprint and a part
of Ukraine in the New World by building new
parishes, churches, schools, and by fostering
church, civil organizations, and brotherhoods.

From the first moments of their stay in Ame-
rica, our people wrote letters to the late Metro-
politan Sheptycky begging him for our own
priests and religious leaders.

Now that the existence of our native land is
threatened by the brutal advance of communist
Moscow, we must stand firm with our Church
in America. We beg the Mother of God, the pat-
ron of our parish, to help us prolong the natio-
nal traditions brought from over the oceans to
this land and to help our nation stand firmly
united under her loving protectorate. Let us
foster our traditions and rite so that when that
day of rebirth and freedom comes to our perse-
cuted land once again, we may be ready to fulfill
our mission by planting a new seed of Christi-
anity under the blue-yvellow flag.

2, FROM A WOODEN CHURCH TO A
MOSAIC SHRINE

America was a challenge to the first Ukrain-
ian settlers. Thrown into strange circumstances
and among foreign people, the first Ukrainians
immediately felt the necessity of their own
chureh and priest. Thus from their first mo-
ments in America, our people began to organize
their national life and their own churches. Our
Church had to be built from rock bottom because
there was no bishop and a definite shortage of
priests was a sure setback to quick progress. The
pioneers organized church committees, collected
money for the building of churches which they
often built with their own hands, sought out
priests for whom they provided, and took care
of the church property, even though most of
the first immigrants were poor illiterate peas-
ants.

Qur beginnings in Detroit were similar to
those mentioned above. The first Ukrainians ar-
rived in Detroit in the first decade of the twen-
tieth century. The small Ukrainian community
founded their first parish on Cicotte Street on
Detroit’s west side. From then on, every Sun-
day morning found Cicotte Street bustling with
people on their way to church from every part
of Detroit. In 1911, Father Ewhen Bartosh ar-
rived to become the first pastor of St. John's
parish.

With the passage of time more and more
people began to move to the city's east side
around Hamtramck. It became inconvenient for

from 1936-1946.

St. John's parishioners to walk for miles and
miles, or even drive for hours by carriage to get
to church. Recognizing the need for another
church in Hamtramek, our people began to or-
ganize the construction of a new building. Under
the direction of Rev. E. Bartosh, a committee
was organized for a collection of money for the
new building. The committee was composed of
the following: chairman — Lev Bodnar, co-
chairman — V. Niczay, treasurer — Michael
Czerny, secretary — Dmytro Kyzma, contro-
lers: Joseph Prychitko and Dmytro Haczshchyn.

However, the plan of a new church was not
easy to fulfill; for there were many who did not
want to co-operate with the committee or help
support the project. Thanks to the energetic
leadership of the new chairman, V. Niczay, who
replaced L. Bodnar, the plan soon began to move
towards reality. The committee decided to go
ahead with the construction of a new church
even though only the small sum of $600 was
collected. The committee proceeded to buy the
lot on Grayling St. between Joseph Campau and
Lumpkin as a site for the new church from a
contractor by the name of Fisher. The blue
prints for the church were drawn up by Maxim
Harmatiuk,

Actual construction of the church began on
November 15, 1913, and the cornerstone of the
wooden church was blessed by Father Bartosh
on December 25. After the blessing of the cor-
nerstone, a meeting was held to select the church
committee for the year of 1914. The committee
was composed of the following: chairman—Va-
syl Niczay, co-chairman—Leo Bodnar, financial
secretary—Ilarion Kshondzyk, secretary—Jo-
seph Prychitko, treasurer—Vasyl Havryshko

and Michael Czerny, and janitor—Philip De-
mian. The church, which still stands today on
Grayling, was ready for occupancy on April 11,
1914, A year later, a house was built for the
priest.

On a rainy Palm Sunday of April 12, 1914,
the first Mass was celebrated at the Grayling
church by Father Bartosh of St. John’s Church.
It was only a week after this joyous occasion
that the Ukrainians of Hamtramck and Detroit
suffered a setback. Rev. Bartosh had to leave
his people in order to go back home to care for
his seriously ill brother. That Easter morning,
only a low solemn Mass was celebrated by the
Rev. Father Folta. Thus both Ukrainian parishes
from the east and west sides were left without
spiritual care until the following April. Father
Prodan and Father Dzendzera took over the care
of St. John's parish on the west side and our
parish on the east side, respectfully, until
April 15, 1915 when Father Bartosh returned
after the death of his dear brother. As a token
of thanks for Father Bartosh's renewed work,
the people built a $3000 house for their priest,
put in benches for $900 in the church building,
and obtained a tetrapod for $100.

As the year passed, the Ukrainians of Ham-
tramck watched with alarm as their children
grow up without a Christian or national back-
ground. Father Bartosh, then decided to build
a national home which could serve as a school
and a Ukrainian center. The church committee
signed a contract with the Koping Company
which built homes on credit; and on March
1 of that year, the building of the Ukrainian
National Home, a few houses from the church,
was under way. The national home was to cost

$30,000. Although there was still a $10.000
debt on the churech and there was no money in
the treasury, the committee eagerly helped with
the construction. The blessing of the hall took
place on July 15, 1917. The parishioners gene-
rously pooled all their resources at this time to
help pay the enormous debt. This building be-
came the Ukrainian cultural center of Ham-
tramck. Soon this building housed the first
Ukrainian grammar school of Hamtramck, the
parish organizations, the parish dances were
held here, parish meetings, and all types of
programs. From then on, the debts were quick-
ly paid; and the parish steadily grew with the
influx of more and more people.

In October, the community bought a $4000
home for the sisters of the Order of Saint Basil
the Great. This purchase was accomplished only
through the generous loan of Jacob Boyko, a
pioneer of the parish.

On March 1, 1918, the Rev. Father Bartosh
left his parishioners in Hamtramck for duty in
another parish. The parishioners sadly bade
him farewell mindful that the beginning of
church life of the Ukrainians in Hamtramck
was due to the work of this zealous priest. In
his place, Father W. Baloch arrived as the new
pastor of the Hamtramck parish. Father Baloch
put a parish loan plan into action by which the
parishioners loaned the chureh a sum of §18,000
within only one week’s time. The entire debt
was paid up to the Koping Company within one
month.

Often in the minutes of the church commit-
tee meetings, we find that the church committee
arranged the priest’s and choirmaster’s salaries
simultaneously. Thus, when Father Baloch's
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monthly salary was raised from $100 to $125,
the choirmaster’s, Mr. Atamanec’s, salary was
also raised from a monthly $65 to $80.

On June 2, 1918 at a general meeting it was
decided that the church and the church treasury
should be chartered. A lawyer by the name of
O'Brien took care of the legal end of this un-
dertaking, The church committee was also de-
creased from a membership of 24 to 9. The in-
corporation was carried out by the church com-
mittee composed of these officers: chairman —
Michael Hewko, co-chairman — Jacob Boyko,
secretary — 0. Hrynkiw, financial secretary
M. Toporiwsky, treasurers — Wasyl Buhay and
Mykola Chaban, and controlers — Semen Lebed
and Alex Hadowsky.

On October 14, 1918, Father Baloch left the
parish for pastoral duties in another city; and
the parish was left without a priest once again.
This was truly a great spiritual tragedy, for a
great epidemic was rampant in the ecity and
people were dying daily. The church committee
asked the Rev. Father Hordyansky of St. John's
parish for help, and he agreed to take care of
Hamtramck along with his own parish on the
west side. This situation lasted until March, 1919
when Father Bilynsky arrived to take over his
duties as Immaculate Conception parish’s pas-
tor. His stay was short, however; for on June
16 of that same year, he had to suddenly leave
to take over another parish. During this year
of changes, the parishioners built a bell tower
in the church yard and bought three huge bells
for the tower.

During this time, the pastors of Hamtramck
were changed very often. Thus from June 16,
1919 to March 14, 1927, Hamtramck saw eight
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Rev. George Zydan, 0. 5.B.M.

different priests. The minutes of the committee
meetings show that Father Bilynsky left, and
Father Romaniuk served asg pastor until De-
cember 14, 1919. He had to leave the parish
without a pastor on Christmas itself. Father
Poniatyshyn, the administrator of the Ukrain-
ian Church in USA, assigned Father Strotsky
pastor of St. John's, to a new parish, and Father
Lysiak was transferred to Immaculate Concep-
tion in Hamftramck. Soon Father Obushkevych
came to replace Father Lysiak as pastor. Already
on June 12, 1921, Father Dobrotvora came to re-
place Father Obushkevyeh. During Father Do-
brotvora’s stay in Hamtramck, things settled
down a little because he served as pastor of Ham-
tramck from June 19, 1921 to May 20, 1926; but
because he was a very sickly man, Father Zacer-
kovny had to take his place from October 4, 1925
to May 20, 1926, Rev. Stepan Kurylo relieved
Father Zacerkovny of his duties from May 27,
1926 to March 14, 1927 when Rev. Stephan Po-
butsky replaced him on April 2, 1927 until June
7, 1931. Through Father Pobutsky’s efforts, the
parish obtained three siters of the Order of Saint
Basil the Great from Philadelphia who began
teaching night school in the school in 1928. It was
evident at this time already that the little church
on Grayling would not be able to hold the ever
increasing number of parishioners, so Father
Pobutstky began to search for vreal estate
for a new church building. The parishioners
eagerly began to collect funds for the endeavor.
Unfortunately, Father Pobutsky could not fol-
low through with his plans because in July of
1931, he was reassigned to another parish. His
plans were realized by his successor, Rev. Stru-
tynsky, who through the generous loan of
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$15,000 by Mr. Jakymiv, was able to buy 25

lots for the building of the new church.!
On June 1, 1936, a young energetic priest, Fa-

ther Stephen Chehansky, arrived in Hamtramck
as the new pastor of Immaculate Conception.
During his stay, our parish progressed to new
heights. On September 1, 1936, he founded the
Immaculate Conception Grammar School under
the guidance of the Sisters of St. Basil the
Great. The spiritual and moral well being of the
parish further progressed under the Brotherhood
of the Archangel St. Michael and the Sisterhood
of the Immaculate Conception. A church choir
was established at this time. With the growth
of all types of new organizations, the parish was
becoming more and more united in its work.

On October 18, 1936, a committee was formed
for the building of a new church. The members
of the committee were as follows: Joseph Bod-
nar, Alex Sidlar, Dmytro Kowalchuk, Joseph
Prociuk, and Mykola Petryk. A total of $35,000
was collected within two years. The cornerstone
of the new church was blessed on October 19,
1941; and already on May 30, 1942, the new
church building on Commor Street was blessed
during a solemn ceremony.

At Father Chehansky's arrival, there were
200 families in the parish; ten years later, there
was the amazing number of 1,000 families in the
growing parish. On June 22, 1936, he founded
the Apostleship of Prayer. The outbreak of
World War II delayed the parish building pro-
gram. However, the parish purchased an estate

in Drayton Plains, Pontiac, over the Oakland
Lake for the low sum of $15,000 from Mr. Den-
by. Today the estate serves as a summer camp
for children and pienic area for parishioners.
Father Chehansky also started the Agenda Club
for youth. Father Chehansky's two assistant
priests were Father Volodymyr Levycky and the
present bishop of the Carpathian Ukrainians,
Rev. Stephen Kociszko. After a decade of win-
ning souls for God in Hamtramck, Father Che-
hansky was transferred from his beloved pa-
rishioners to another parish in June, 1946.

In July of 1946, the new pastor, Father V.
Bilynsky arrived in Hamtramck. His assisstants
were the Reverend Father Chomko and Father
Jaroslaw Gabro (presently His Excellency, the
Bishop of Chicago). Father Bilynsky drew up
plans for a school building and began a fund
for the new school. However, he was forced to
leave for a new assignment in 1948 before work
on the plans could begin,

From December, 1948 to November, 1956,
Rev. Joseph Schmondiuk, the present Bishop of
Stamford, served Immaculate Conception Pa-
rish as pastor. His assistants throughout the
years were the Reverend Fathers: Vozniak, Lu-
bachevsky, Kabarovsky, Fedyk, A. Treshneysky,
Paul Greskow, Henry Kruchovsky, Walter
Paska, Ivan Bobyak, I. Blovaczky. Father Blo-
vaczky left in August, 1950. Father Walter
Paska, who took Father Blovaczky’s place, left
for Chester, Pa., September 16, 1951. His repla-
cement, Father Bobyak, stayed until May 11,
1952, when Father Fedyk replaced him until
May, 1954. Father Fedyk was replaced by Father
Paul Greskow.

During Father Schmondiuk’'s pastorate, a se-

ries of activities kept the community alive and
progressive, Here are some of them: In 1950,
Father Schmondiuk issued the first Parish Bul- .
letin. Under his guidance, the new school on
MeDougall Street was built, It was blessed

on June 10, 1951. He also planned to build a
rectory for the priests and a monastery for the
sisters, On June 10, 1951, Metropolitan Con-
stantine Bohachevsky made a canonical visit to
Hamtrameck. On December 7, 1952, Archbishop
Ambrose Senyshyn visited the parish. The T00th
anniversary of the coronation of King Danylo was
celebrated on May 9, 1954 by a lecture by Father
Michael Horoshko. The parishioners made a pil-
grimage to the Marian Congress in Philadelphia
from October 22 to 24. A solemn tridium was
celebrated from November 19 to the 21 in honor
of the Marian Year, especially since Mary is the
patron of our parish. Voting took place on Ja-
nuary 24, 1955, on the subject of a change in
the calender. The results were: 927 votes for
the new Gregorian calender against 26 votes
for the old Julian calender. Immediately, a
request was sent to the bishop asking permis-
sion for the parish to change its calander; the
parish soon received a positive answer. During
an unusual meeting of the church committee on
March 4, 1955, a fund was begun for a new ree-
tory for the priests and a monastery for the
sisters. The members of the church committee
each pledged a sum of $100 and asked the pa-
rishioners to follow suit. During his stay in Ham-
tramck, Father Schmondiuk was responsible for
bringing over many Ukrainian immigrants to
Detroit.

During a meeting of the churech comittee on

Father Strutynsky’s pastoral reign, there was a
movement by the church committee to invite the
Basilian monks to Hamtrameck. This situation
was created by the constant changeover of pa-
stors in our parish. In 1947, there was a dele-
gation sent to the late Metropolitan Bohachev-
sky with the request that either Father Chehan-
sky be reassigned to Immaculate Conception in
Hamtramck, or that the Basilian Fathers be
assigned to Hamtrameck.

The Basilian Fathers arrived in Hamtrameck
on August 1, 1962. The new pastor and su-
perior of the priests was Reverend Father
Innocent Lotocky. The assistant priests
were the Fathers: Volodymyr Gavlich, Patrick
Paschak, and Methodius Nytchka. A week later,
Father Jerome Barnych arrived as another as-
sistant priest. Unfortunately, Father Nytchka
left for a new assignment as pastor of Brad-
ford, England on Februtry 25, 1962. Father
George Zydan replaced Father Nytchka; and
a little later, Father Demetrius Vysochansky
arrived as yet another servant of our parish.
The above mentioned priests are the spiritual
caretakers of our parish today.

With the coming of the Basilian Fathers, a
new era of our parish history was begun. The
Basilian monks are zealously continuing the work
of their predecessors. Being a monastic order,
they hold missions and Lenten recollections.
These priests teach in both our grammar and
high schools. In a period of not even two short
vears, they have entirely reduced the depts of
our parish. When the late Zenon Tarnavsky
passed away, Detroit was left without a radio
program. The Basgilian Fathers took over the
time spot of half an hour and prolonged it into

3. FROM THE DAYS OF DISTRESS AND
MISFORTUNE OF THE FIRST PIONEERS

The Providence of God led our Catholic
Church on this side of the ocean along strange
paths. Today, when we read of the hardships of
our brothers, the first pioneers in the New
World, it is like reading a fantasy about a
strange people in an unreal world. However, we
cannot help but realize that Almighty God, in
His infinite wisdom, sent these crosses and
hardships to the faithful of our Church, so that
they might glorify Him in the end, and so that
it might be prepared for a glorified existence
as a unified Church of one people and one She-
pherd.

The first Ukrainian emigration to the United
States began before 1870. It was in the years
of 1905-1914, however, that a massive Ukrain-
ian emigration to America evolved. In search
of freedom and bread beyond the oceans, the
first emigrants were firmly convinced that their
religion and Church were the basic necessities
of life itself. These people had to undergo a
hell of physical and spiritual anguish bzafore
they established themselves finally in a new
and better life. As these people worked the mines
and factories they felt a deep longing for the
native village and the Word of God.

Ukrainian immigrants considered themselves
migrants, for they believed their stay in America
to be only a temporary exile from their beloved
Motherland. However it was the will of God that
these people remain abroad to fulfill the mission
which was given our Ukrainian Church before
the ages. The ardent desire of a massive return
to the native land was detained by wars, revo-
lutions, political changes, foreign occupations
of Ukraine, and other unknown forces which
retained our people in America.

Not only our people, but also our few priesis,
who managed to leave the homeland, were for-
ced to test their loyalty to our Church and Rite.
The Latin hierarchy and priests of the Roman
Catholic Church in America frowned down upon
us. The American Catholics knew absolutely no-
thing about our Ukrainian Catholic Church of
the Eastern Byzantine Rite. They were puzzled,
sometimes even shocked, by our strange tradi-
tions and religious customs. How could there
possibly be a married Catholic priest, or+ Com-
munion under both species, or numerous holy-
days, or Christmas on January Tth? Unable to
understand any of these numerous mysteries,
the people of the Latin Rite chose not to estab-
lish any contaet or relations with our first pio-
neers. Of course, there were those who were glad
to further complicate matters by giving Ameri
can Catholics false information about our
Church. They even prayed for our conversion
to the one, true, Roman Catholic Church of the
Latin Rite. Also, the Orthodox Russian missions
attached to the American embassies, did not fail
to take advantage of this distorted position of
our Church abroad. They attempted to persecute
our Church beyond the oceans just as they
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were doing on the Eastern and Northern
Ukrainian lands in the XIXth century. With
the royal approval of the czar, the Moscow
missions in America started an energetic
campaign to russify our Byzantine Catholic
Church and convert it to an Orthodox Church.
Because this campaign was backed by huge
sums of money, the Russian missions succeeded
in confusing the simple Ukrainian folk. To show
the extremes to which the Muscovites stooped,
sometimes even a few of our priests were
swayed, who, otherwise, stood on firm ground.

During these times, church committees were
the decisive factor of a parish. If people who
only had their own interestg at heart, managed
to take control of church committees, then anar-
chy resulted. Committee meetings in which these
kind of people participated gave rise to heated
discussions and squabbles. These anarchists
would not allow the priest to take care of the
parish and his faithful and would simply ignore
his pleas. In few parishes where such people
took hold, the parishes were sometimes dis-
solved.?

The immigration of European nations, brought
all types of people to this country. The intel-
ligencia immigrated with the middle class and
the peasants. These slightly more learned
people, composed mainly of priests and teach-
ers, organized a religious and economic life for
their brothers and helped them establish them-
selves in a better life in the New World. But for
many decades, our first immigrants were the

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poorest of peasants, the salt and brine of the
earth, who suffered without any help from a
more learned brother. These poor felt the great-
est need to have a priest who could take the
reins of their lives and lead them to a new pros-
perity.

Qur priests were so few in America then that
it was often impossible to found a church or even
dream of receiving any of the sacraments. That
is why many of our people were compelled to at-
tend Polish churches or other Slavie churches
of the Latin Rite. In most cases, these people
who frequented other churches soon became
estranged to their own Ukrainian Church and
nationality.

Another evil which paralyzed some of our
people was the spread of various sects in Ameri-
ca. Thousands of our uneducated peasants fell
under the hypnotic trance of these Protestant
promises. These people werz also estranged from
their brothers within a short time.

Perhaps, one of our greatest sorrows was the
split of our people amongst themselves. Car-
pathian Ukrainians disagreed with the work of
the Halych priests and split themselves from the
Halych group. The Carpatho Ukrainian faction
soon came to be called Carpatho-Rusyny, which
was easily mistaken for Carpatho-Russians by
those not knowing that Ukraine’s first name
back in the 9th century was Rus before the
Russians usurped the name and converted it to
mean Russia.

Lastly, another fact retarded our religious
growth on our emigration in America; and that
was the distorted position of our Church in these
United States of America. They did not have
their own spiritual leader, a Bishop. This posi-
tion was improved in August, 1907, when
through the energetic work and undying pleas
of our late Metropolitan Sheptycky, Rome final-
ly assigned the first bishop for the Ukrainian
Catholics in America. This first bishop became
the Most Reverend Soter Ortynsky, 0.5.B.M.,
who began a new page in the history of the
Ukrainian Catholics in America. More important
than this for the Ukrainians in America, was
the creation of a Ukrainian Catholic Metropoli-
tan See in America in Philadelphia by the Apos-
tolic See in Rome. The first metropolitan became
the late Archbishop Constantine Bohachevsky.

As we can see, it has been a long and thorny
path from the Ukrainian hands blistered in the
Pensylvania mines, to the first church in She-
nandoah, to the glorious intsallation of the first
Ukrainian metropolitan in America. That
element of our own people who saw no cause
to further our Church abroad has disappeared;
the air has been purified. The long and thorny
path filled with blood and suffering has taught
us to, above all, value and respect our Church
and to look upon it as the priceless gem of our
future.

OUR GRADE SCHOOL

The first Ukrainian immigrants in America
terribly felt the need of their own Ukrainian
schools. This meant that their identity will not
be wiped out in a strange environment. That is
why on July 15, 1917, the newly blessed ‘“Ukra-
inian House” on Grayling Street provided class-
room facilities for an evening Ukrainian school.
The children gather here after their public
school sessions and had evening classes in Ukra-
inian, Religion and History. The first teachers
were the church cantors, but since 1928 the Si-
sters of Saint Basil the Great conducted these
evening classes.

In time, the enrollment increased, and it was
necessary to build a parochial school. Meanwhile,
Father Steven Chehansky opened the parochial
day school. This was in September, 1936, and it
was located in the “Ukrainian House” building.
The Basilian Sisters conducted the school, and
the first enrollment totalled 18 children in two
classes. In 1938 there were 50 children; 1939
— 108 children; 1940 — 114 children and a
full compliment of eight grades. On June 9,
1941, Bishop Constantine distributed diplomas
to the first graduating class of Immaculate Con-
ception School.

As the years passed, the student body in-
creased. It was 1948 that Father Joseph Schmon-
diuk was appointed as pastor of Immaculate
Conception. He began to draw up plans for a
new school building. A School Fund was started
and soon there was $70,000.00 collected for the
building. Another $30,000.00 was borrowed from
the parishioners who asked for no interest since
the money was to be used for the good of the
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parish. At the Ground-breaking Ceremonies,
another $7,000.00 was collected for the School
Fund. Soon, Immaculate Conception would have
a nevs, modern school building. On June 10,
1951, Metropolitan Constantine Bohachevsky
blessed the cornerstone of the school now si-
tuated on MecDougall Street, and in September
of that same year, the children began studying
in the new building. In September there were
855 children, and as the school year ended in
June, 1952, there were 385 students. The Sisters
then assigmed to the school were: Sr. Lawrence,
OSBM (principal), Sr. Josepha, OSBM, Sr. Le-
ontia, OSBM, Sr. Timothy, OSBM, and Sr. Ma-
rina, OSBM. In June, 1952, 20 graduating stu-
dents received diplomas.

Since 1956 (the appointment of Father
Sehmondiuk as Auxiliary Bishop to Metropolitan
Bohachevsky) Father Steven V. Knapp assumed
pastoral duties and continued the zealous work
of his predecessor. In 1958 there were 608 chil-
dren in the school, and a much larger teaching
staff, The Sisters were: Sr. Salome (principal),
Sr. Ambrose, Sr. Tatiana, Sr. Judith, Sr. John
Mark as well ag seven additional lay teachers,

There are at the present time 483 children in
the school which is its physical capacity. At the
present time, the Sisters in the school are: Sr.
Vera, OSBM (Principal), Sr. Dia, OSBM, Sr.
Chrysostom, OSBM, Sr. Suzanne and the fol-
lowing lay teachers: O. Mychajlowycz, B. Sara-
maga, S. Peczaniuk, M. Sawchuk, S. Mack, P.
Shlemkewich, R. Chujka, I. Tarnavsky, M, Fe-
dyshyn and Miss Selehowsky.

OUR HIGH SCHOOL — THE FIFTH YEAR

The Ukrainian community in the United Sta-
tes is concerned about preserving the Ukrainian
youth loyal to its heritage and the Ukrainian
rite. It is obvious that this work cannot be ac-
complished through schools other than Ukrain-
ian. Frequently, after the completion of the
average eight years in a parochial school, the
youngsters enter a different environment and
lose contact with their Ukrainian eommunity.

Monsignor Stephen Knapp, a former pastor
of this parish, was aware of this and made a
momentous and courageous decision. He decided
to organize the first Ukrainian co-educational
high sehool that will 1) preserve the youth in a
religious spirit typical of our rite, 2) educate
them with a solid, fundamental knowledge of
Ukrainian language, history, literature, culture
and ancient customs, and 3) give them prepara-
tory knowledge for admission to colleges and
universities.

The first step was taken in 1958 when the
former Tau Beta Community Center was pur-
chased. The address was 3056 Hanley Street in
Hamtrameck, Michigan. This bold step was en-
thusiastically supported by Sr. M. Salome,
SBM, the principal of Immaculate Conception
Grade School, who immediately prepared a
school program for the new educational center
of the parish.

In June, 1959 the building was prepared for
its first students. Unquestionably, the parents
of the then eighth grade students placed their
full confidence in their religious leaders and re-
gistered the children at the new High School.

The High School became known as the Ukra-
inian High School and classes were oficially be-
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gun on September 8, 1959. A Solemn Liturgy
was celebrated in the Convent Chapel. The first
faculty listed these people: Sr. M. Salome, 0S-
BM — principal and teacher of Latin, Rev. Paul
Burak — General Science, Peter Stasiw — As-
sistant Principal and teacher of Algebra and
Ukrainian, Miss P. McColly — English, Robert
Pochynok — History and Religion, K. Cependa
— Musie, H. Diulus — Physical Education and
Sports.

As classes continued in the fall, the first
quarter report was released noting the honor
students. These were: Maria Lonchyna, Roman
Stadnyk, Christine Kunynskyj, Catherine Man-
druch, Jaroslaw Kolisnyk, William Sawchuk,
Lidia Hawiley, Oksana Hrynkiw, Luba Pash-
kewych, James Barna and Michaline Gratkow-
ska.

The idea of conducting our own Ukrainian
High School was gaining momentum in the De-
troit Ukrainian Community. On December 6,
1959, a Concert was sponsored in the Coperni-
cus School Auditorium by the parish choir
under Mr. D. Ataman, and the “Trembita’” Cho-
rus conducted by K. Cependa. This was called
the Ukrainian High School Day, and it is worth-
while noting that many Ukrainians became pio-
neer-founders of the school with their generous
financial support.

Meanwhile, the business of teaching and stu-
dying continued at the High School. School co-
lors — blue and silver — were selected, the
girls were given uniform school wear, a school
newspaper was published, and an athletic pro-
gram was introduced for the boys. In March,
1960, the student body attended its first high

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school retreat conducted by Father Patrick Pa-
schak, OSBM. June 12, 1960, was the official
end of the first school year, and the students
were present while Msgr. Knapp celebrated the
Liturgy of Thanksgiving and distributed awards
to the Honor students. The first class had 32
students.

The second year at the Ukrainian High School
was met with an unexpected misfortune. The
Fire Department requested a complete renova-
tion of the school building to comply with fire
regulations. There were now 95 students in the
school, and classes were held, while the school
was being renovated, in the Pulaski School in
Hamtramek. The school faculty also underwent
changes. Now the following were offering in-
structions: Sr. M. Salome, OSBM, Principal;
Rev. J. Prokopowych — Ukrainian, Rev. P. Bu-
rak — General Secience, Chemistry; P. Stasiw
— Assistant Principal, Algebra, Ukrainian;
Rev. 0. Balaban — Religion; R. Pochynok —
History, Geography; T. Gorsika — English; J.
Tomasik and G. Berger — Latin, H. Diulus —
Physical Education, Sports; and K. Cependa —
Music and Choir. Since Father Burak was
transferred in April, 1961, Miss Lidia Kaze-
wych and Mr. George Slusarchuk were assigned
to his subjects. During this year, Mr. Stasiw
served as acting principal, in the absence of Sr.
M. Salome. Extracurricular activities were pro-
minent during the year. For example, the High
School students sang at the Ford Auditorium
along with the famed “Dumka’” Chorus from
New York in December, 1960. This was the se-
cond Annual Ukrainian High School Day. The
students also earolled during the Christmas Sea-
son, commemorated Ukrainian Independence
Day with a Coneert comprised of the High
School Choir. During the Concert, William Saw-
chuk addressed the audience, while Roman
Stadnyk, Irene Zubalskyj and Christine Kunyn-
skyj recited Ukrainian poetry.

As January, 1961, drew to an end, the build-
ing on Hanley having been renovated, the stu-
dents joyously returned to their own school. A
school dance was held to mark the occasion.
Later, a Shevchenko Concert was given by the
students. The High School was already proving
its effectiveness for the Ukrainian community.
It, also, was a great day when Martha Fedy-
shyn, a student of the school, was the recipient
of an award related to the Detroit Archdiocesan
Building Fund Campaign. Since the building
now was properly equipped, the Most Reverend
Bishop J. Schmondiuk was invited for the Bles-
sing Ceremonies. This was held on May 7, 1961,
and concluded with a Banquet at the Grade
School Auditorium. As June 11, 1961 arrived
to mark the conclusion of another year, it also
meant the end of another year of busy activity
in the various fields of Immaculate Conception
High School. For now, the school prepared ma-
terial for the parish bulletin, introduced a school
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song, and organized a Future Nurses Club.

After the two formative years of the high
school, the school year of 1961-1962 was the sta-
bilizing period of this young institution. There
were now 142 students.

A new administration was introduced in Sep-
tember, 1961. Sr, M. Emellia, OSBM, was ap-
pointed principal, and Sr. M. Boniface, OSBM,
joined the faculty. The teaching faculty was:
Sr. M. Emellia, Sr. M. Boniface, Msgr. S. Knapp,
Fr. L. Korchynsky, Fr. J. Martyniuk, P. Sta-
siw, R. Pochynok, A. Zeleny, L. Wytwycky, B.
Pytel, G. Berger, G. Slusarchuk, B. Saramaga,
H. Diulus and C. Green. To the previously men-
tioned subjects was added a Business Course,
and also Geometry, Biology, German, French,
Sports for the girls, and full time library faci-
ties. Later in the year, an impressive Shashke-
wych Concert was held in the presence of Bishop
Jaroslav Gabro of Chicago, an Ukrainian Inde-
pendence Day Program, and a Tribute to Met-
ropolitan Slipyj. The high school choir and or-
chestra were conducted by B. Saramaga.

Another first in the young high school was
Ring Day held on May 25, 1962, and the presen-
tation of rings by Msgr. Knapp, the founder of
the school. A Ukrainian Dancing Club was or-
ganized by Miss Zeleny and the members were
the recipients of a trophy by the Hamtramck
Buyers Ass'n. 1962 also marked the school's
entry into competitive sports with other Cath-
olic secondary schools of Detroit. On June 8,
1962, the school year ended, however not before
the entire school paid tribute to its founder,
Father Knapp. He was invested as Papal Cham-
berlain to Pope John XXIII on June 3, 1962.

The 1962-1963 school year rounded out four
year of secondary training for the first pioneer
class of Immaculate Conception High School.
Now the school had 185 students. It was a sig-
nificant year for the Immaculate Conception
Parish in many ways. For in August, 1962, the
Basilian Fathers were appointed as administra-
tors of this growing parish. It was now their
responsibility to carry on the tremendous work
of their predecessors and meet the financial
commitments of this parish. The first pastor
and superior was Father Innocent Lotocky,
OSBM. Immediately three priests were assigned
to the teaching high school staff: Rev. Volodi-
mir Gavlich — German, Ukrainian; Rev. Pat-
rick Paschak — Religion; Rev. Methodius Ny-
tobka — Ukrainian. Along with the assigned
priests, the staff was further complimented
with: Sr. M. Charles, OSBM (on temporary ba-
sis), P. Stasiw, S. Peczeniuk, E. Holleran, L
Bodnaruk, R. Pochynok, T. Kohut, T. Argyris,
W. Jurek, A. Maskery, B. Saramaga, H. Dlulus,
L. Ready, Sister Emellia, and Sister Boniface.

January, again, featured the traditional Ukra-
inian Independence Day Concert.

Since this was to be the first Ukrainian High

First, there was the Gra-
duate’s trip to Washington and New York, then
the Senior Banquet, the Senior Prom. And then,
long-awaited, the Graduation Exercises. This
was the 9th day of June, 1963. The diplomas
were distributed by the pastor, Very Rev. 1. Lo-
tocky, assisted by Father V. Gavlich and Father
Patrick Paschak. An unexpected visitor was Sr.
Salome who eame to witness what had been
such a small beginning, The salutatorian ad-
dresses were delivered in Ukrainian and En-
glish by Christine Kunynskyj and Roman Stad-
nyk, the valedictory by Maria Lonchyna. There
were 30 graduates marking this first commen-
cement exercise: James Barna, Martha Barras,
Orest Brezden, Peter Bryk, Larissa Brzeska,
Bohdan Fedorkiw, Michaeline Gratkowska, Li-
dia Hawiley, John Heseczyk, Oksana Hrynkiw,
Rostyslaw Kachmar, lhor Kiryk, Jaroslaw Ko-
lisnyk, Bohdan Koshiw, Christine Kunynskyj,
Maria Lonchyna, Catherine Mandrueh, Steven
Michalowski, Maria Nowaczok, Luba Pashke-
wych, Nicholas Perun, William Sawechuk, Dru-
silla Slepak, Pauline Solodky, Roman Stadnyk,
Peter Starzynsky, Jaroslaw Sup, Thor Togan,
Marianne Zilinka, Roman Zwarych.

As these students left to continue their edu-
cation in higher institutions (28 out of 30 had
already been accepted to college), their school
newspapers appeared in professional format:
The “Basilea” in English, and the “Luna’ in
Ukrainian. It was fitting and proper. The first
volume of the yearbook, “The Icon”, was pub-
lished by the class of 1963. The Ukrainian High
School was fullfledged.

The fifth school year at the high school was
inaugurated with a Solemn Liturgy offered by
Very Rev. 1. Lotocky, OSBM. Now there are
202 students in the school. The faculty consists
of: Sr. M. Emellia, Sr. M. Boniface, Rev. I
Lotocky, OSBM, Rev. V. Gavlich, OSBM, Rev.
P. Paschak, OSBM, P. Stasiw, L. Bodnaruk, E.
Holleran, I. Bodnaruk, W. Jurek, T. Kohut, R.
Potchynok, O. Lonchyna, B. Saramaga, J. Sur-
les, A. Zeleney, K. Tkachuk, K. Pearson.

Since its inception, the very dedicated and
loyal maintenance man and caretaker of the high
school has been Mr. Petro Wasylkiw who is
loved and respected by the entire school.

The concerts and other annual events took
place. They already have their tradition. The
Graduates Trip to Washington and New York
was memorable since it also included a wvisit to
the World’s Fair. And on June 14, 1964, the se-
cond graduating class of 53 students left the
classrooms of Immaculate Conception High
School. They, too, have followed the steps of the
pioneer class. They have entered colleges, and
left behind a treasure of memories. One of them
being the annual year book, the “Iecon”. The
first “Icon” was awarded a first prize by the
Detroit Student Press Association of the Uni-
versity of Detroit. We are confident that our se-
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cond year book, the “Icon”, Volume II, will gain
aqual laurels for our high school.

March 24, 1964, Dr. Mills of the University
of Michigan visited our school as a member of
that accrediting department of the University
and was highly impressed with our program
and our successful venture. Business enterprises
have the highest commendations for our busi-
ness courses, especially nothing the ability of
Nadia Denysenko, and Irene Melnyk.

The pride of our school is our High School
Chorus. Qur Altar Boys in the Acolyte Society
under Mr. R. Potchynok have been conscienti-
ous in their altar duties, our Future Nurses
Club, Future Teachers Club, Ukrainian Literary
Club, our Marian Sodality and journalistic en-
deavors in the “Basilea”, in “Luna”, and the
“Icon” continue to grow and expand. Our Sports
program has been exceptionally successful, and
our athletes have gained stripes in all-state com-
petition. Our students have participated in radio
programs and have shown a flair for drama.
Indeed, we are proud of our school in this the
fifth year of existence.

We conclude this deseription of our short but
stimulating, initiative years with the course of
studies that is offered at the Immaculate Con-
ception Ukrainian Catholic High School today.
We hope it inspires all parents to take advan-
tage of this wonderful institution, especially
fitted for the needs of our Ukrainian communi-
ty in Detroit.

THOSE WHO LAID THE FOUNDATIONS

In our journey towards a brighter future, we
must look back to those who began this great
road towards a new future. We must strenghten
that golden chain of which one end is lost in the
far past and the other end is grasping out to-
wards the veiled future. This composes the his-
tory of a nation. Each little link was created by
those who sacrificed the happiness and luxuries
of their own lives for the blossoming of our
parish for future generations.

The first page of our history we open with
the first pioneer and organizer of our parish,
Father Fwhen Bartosh, who served as
pastor of St. John'’s on the west side from
1911 and then transferred to Hamtramck where
he built our first church on Grayling. He blessed
the little church, celebrated the first Mass in it,
and became its first pastor. He was forced to
leave the parish for a year in order to aid his
dying brother. He built the house next to the
church for the priest and organized a night
school for children which he materially suppor-
ted himself and in which he taught. He also
built the Ukrainian Home on Grayling and
Lumpkin, which soon housed the parish gram-
mar school, all the organizations, and became
the center of Ukrainian activity in Hamtramck.
In 1916, Father Bartosh organized the Brother-
hood of St. Michael, the Archangel. It was in-
deed a sad day when the Immaculate Conception
parish parted with its first pastor on March
17, 1918.
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Our first pastor and organizer, Father Bar-
tosh, was born in 1874 in Ukraine. He finished
both his high school and college education in
Lviv, the capital of Western Ukraine. In this
same city, Father Bartosh was ordained a priest
on December 10, 1899. By his tireless labors, we
can see that he was a person with great initia-
tive and a true Ukrainian heart. During his
illness, Father Bartosh was replaced by Father
Folta, who celebrated the first Easter Mass at
the Grayling church on April 19, 1914.!

Although Father Bartosh's successor, Father
V. Baloch, worked in Hamtramck for only seven
short months from March 1 to October 14, 1918,
he is remembered gratefully by the people. He
paid the parish debt to the Koping Company
which had built the Ukrainian Home on Gray-
ling. Father Baloch also founded the organiza-
tion “Zhoda,” the 20th branch of the Ukrainian
National Association. During Father Baloch's
pastoral reign, the church was chartered in the
State of Michigan. After Father Baloch left,
Father Michael Huryansky, the pastor of St.
John’s on the west side, commuted to Ham-
tramck to say Mass and perform the many fu-
nerals resulting from the epidemic.

On March 1, 1919. Father Walter Biiynsky

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became the new pastor. then parishioners built
a bell tower and purchased three beils for the
church. He left after three short months on
June 16, 1919.

From June 16 to December 14, 1919, Father
N. Romaniuk served as the replacement of
Father Bilynsky. From February 15, 1920 to
April 21, 1921, Father A. Strotsky carried out
the pastoral duties in Hamtramck until Fathers
Lysiak and V. Obushkevych replaced him for
not even a full three months.

Things settled down a little when Father
Dmytro Dobrotvir was pastor from June 19,
1921 to March 19, 1925. He established two
organizations: the Brotherhood and Sisterhood
of the Immaculate Conception. He died in 1943.
The thirteenth priest to work in our parish was
Father V. Zatserkovny, who replaced Father
Dobrotvir during his illness from October 4,
19256 to May 20, 1926. For almost a full year
after Father Dobrotvir left, Father K. Kurylo
became pastor till March 14, 1927.

After Father Kurylo, Father Stephen Pobutsky
became the pastor. He worked in our parish
from April 2, 1927 to June 7, 1931. He spon-
sored the first sisters to our parish from the
Order of Saint Basil the Great in Philadelphia.
These sisters took over the teaching in the grade
school from the choirmaster. Father Pobutsky
started making plans for the building of a new
church and school.

Father Strutynsky served this parish from
June 20, 1931 to May 25, 1936. During his stay
in Hamtramck, Father Strutynsky bought 5
lots of land for the building of a new church on
Commor and McDougall Streets. During a pe-
riod of two months when Father Strutynsky
took ill, Father Ambrose Senyshyn from Chicago,
the present head of the Ukrainian hierarchy in
the U.S.A., took his place.

On June 1, 1936, the young and energetic
Father Stephen Chehansky became the pastor of
Hamtramck. He was born in Peckville, Penn-
sylvania on November 23, 1905. He finished his
high school studies and St. Thomas College in
Scranton, Pennsylvania. Afterwards, Father
Chehansky studied for six years in Rome where
he got his doctor’s degree in theology and phi-
losophy, and where he was ordained a priest on
October 1, 1930. His first assignment was in
Chesapeake City and Wilmington. He remained
the pastor of Hamtramck from June 1, 1936 to
July 1, 1946. Father Chehansky was the first
priest to list the names of his parishioners
and take an inventory of parishioners in his
parish. At his arrival, there were only 200
families in the parish; but when he was leav-
ing, this number had grown to 1,000 families.
He started the full day grammar school under
the guidance of the Sisters of Saint Basil the
Great, which was located at the Ukrainian Home
at Grayling and Lumpkin Streets. Under his di-
rection the new and beautiful church was built
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at Commor and MecDougall which was blessed
on May 30, 1942. On June 22, 1936, Father Che-
hansky founded the Immaculate Conception
Apostleship of Prayer. He also encouraged the
church committee to buy the parish estate at
Drayton Plains in Pontiac, which today is the
center of picnies for parishioners and a camp
for children in the summer. Father Chehansky
organized the youth of the parish and founded
the Agenda Club. Father Chehansky’s assistants
in our parish were Father Volodymyr Levycky,
and Father 8. Kociszko, the present bishop of
the Carpathian Ukrainians in Trenton, N. J.

Father Bilynsky took over as pastor of our
parish after Father Chehansky left. He stayed
as our pastor for over two years with Father
Chomko and Father Jaroslav Gabro, the present
bishop of Chicago, as assistant priests. Father
Bilynsky finished the drawing up of the plans
for the school building and started a fund for
the building itself.

In December, 1948, Hamtramck once again
received a new pastor in the person of Father
Joseph Schmondiuk, the present hishop of Stam-
ford. It was during his year at Immaculate Con-
ception that the displaced Ukrainians from Ger-
man camps arrived in Hamtramck and Detroit
thanks to his intervention. He also directed the
building of the new school at Commor and Me
Dougall and blessed it on June 10, 1951. Since
the new school was far away for many of the
children, Father Schmondiuk converted a huge
station wagon into a very convenient school bus,
and every morning Father Schmondiuk would
travel up and down the streets, tooting the horn
for his precious passengers bound for school.
He also laid the plans for a rectory for the
priests and a monastery for the sisters. The
building of the rectory was begun in June 1956.
In 1950, Father Schmondiuk issued the first
parish bulletin. The business of the incorpora-
tion of the parish was concluded January 24,
1954. On May 24, 1953, Father Schmondiuk was
nominated a monsignor and papal chamberlain.
In 1956, Monsignor Schmondiuk was conszcrated
a bishop in Philadelphia by Metropolitan Boha-
chevsky. In November, 1956, Bishop Schmondiuk
returned to Hamtramek to celebrate his first
Mass as a bishop at the altar of his old parish
church and to bid his parishioners farewell.
Father Schmondiuk’s assistant priests were the
Fathers: Vozniak, Lubachevsky, Kabarovsky,
Fedyk, Andrew Treshnewsky, Paul Greskiw,
Henry Kruchovsky, Walter Paska, Ivan Bobyak
and I. Blavaczky.

In November, 1956, Father Dean Stephen
Knapp, the former pastor of St. John's on the
west side, became the new pastor of Immaculate
Conception. He was born on November 28, 1909
in Simpson, Pennsylvania as the first child of
Michael and Barbara Orynyk. He finished his
grammar and high school studies in his home
town. On October 27, 1927, Father Knapp left

Gregorian College. His six years at Immaculate
Conception were very active, as noted in an-
other article.

The church was to begin a renovation pro-
gram. Michajlo Dmytrenko was hired to paint
the church, and Fr. Knapp founded the Im-
maculate Coneeption Ukrainian High School.

The present pastor in Hamtramck is Father
Innocent Lotocky OSBM, who was born in 1915
in the village of Pitlivychach Staryeh, county
of Buchach in Ukraine. After finishing gram-
mar school in the village, he attended the high
school of the Basilian Fathers in Buchach, which
he finished in 1932. After finishing his novi-
tiate in Krechow in 1932, Father Lotocky pro-
fessed his first simple vows and left for hu-
manist studies at the Lavra near Sambir. At
the outbreak of the First World War, Father
Lotocky left for Olomuncza, Czechoslovakia
where he stayed until January, 1941. He was
ordained a pirest in 1940 by Bishop Paul Goy-
dyeh, O.S.B.M.

Father Lotocky was busy with pastoral work
throughout the war years in Belgium until 1946
at which time he migrated to the United States
of America. He was appointed the superior in
Dawson, Pa. until 1951. From 1951 to 1953, he
was appointed the Provincial Superior of the
United States province, the headquarters being
in New York. Afterwards he stayed on in
New York as the pastor of St. George's. After
being master of novices in Glen Cove, L. L,
Father Innocent went to Chicago where he was
the pastor of St. Nicholas in 1961. Finally, on
August 1, 1962, Father Lotocky was transferred
to our parish where he now is the present pastor
and superior. Throughout his long years of ser-
vice, Father Innocent spent many years as a
missionary throughout many of the cities in the
United States and Canada, as a confessor of
the various orders of our sisters, a master of
novices for yvoung Basilians, and as a delegate
to the different convocations of the Basilan
Fathers,

A hard road was traveled by Father George
Zydan, OSBM, who was born on December 2,
1896 in Chochonef, county of Rohatyn in Ukraine.
In 1919, Father Zydan was arrested by the
Polish police and imprisoned in Zhovkva and
later in Dombya where he was sent to a con-
centration camp for three months. Later he was
sent to Nova Sancha from where he escaped
after several weeks to the Lavra where he com-
pleted his study of philosophy. Father Zydan
was ordained in September, 1922 by the Ukrain-
ian martyr, Bishop Kocilovsky. His first as-
signment was to serve as pastor of a parish of
Voroczev near Lviv.

In December of 1923, Father Zydan left as
a missionary for Canada. Here he took care of
six Ukrainian churches. He helped establish
many new Ukrainian organizations in Alberta
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and also helped incorporate and re-Ukprainianize
the national Ukrainian homes which had been
taken over by others. In 1927, Father Zydan was
transferred to Edmonton where he administered
to ten mission churches and also taught catech-
ism. Besides this, he helped organize the follow-
ing parishes: Carvel, Alberta; Deep Creek, Atha-
baska; Evansburg, Big Valley, Vobmen, Siba
Beach, Tofield, and Torhill. In 1928, Father
Zydan was instrumental in producing the news-
paper: “Western News", later renamed: “U-
krainian News” or “Ukraingki Visti”. In 1932,
Father Zydan took over a mission in Radway,
Alberta from where hz served al first 16, and
later 29 different churches, chapels, or missions.
At this time the following missions were foun-
ded: Belis, Spedden, Wasetnah, Smoky Lake,
Maloy, Iron River, and Ashkomo. Besides this,
Father George founded a parish, Catholic or-
ganizations, and national hcmes in Radway and
Iron River. He also built a monastery in Rad-
way. Father Zydan considzred organizing the
youth at each new location one of his most im-
portant jobs.

In 1937, Father Zydan was transferred to
Winnipeg where he served as pastor of the St.
Nicholas parish. Father George returned to
Alberta in 1940 where he organized parishes
and built churches at the following locations:
Holden, St. Paul, Cragen and Fdson. In 1943,
he left for Vernon, British Columbia where he
finished building a church, built a residence for
the priests in the parish, bought land for a ce-
metery, built a chapel, and restituted a church
in Greenrod. Father George also organized pa-
rishes in Kelowna and Kamloops. In 1948, Father
Zydan became the pastor and superior in Van-
couver. At this time, he organized the following
parishes: Richmond, Lulu Island, Victoria, New
Westminster, Prince George, and Prince Ru-
pert. He also built a church in Richmond. In
1951, Father George became the pastor and su-
perior in Grimsby, Ontario where he built per-
haps the finest Ukrainian hall in the whole of
Ontario.

In December of 1959, Father Zydan came to
the United States. His first assignment was in
the city of Chicago. Here he became the admini-
strator of the monastery; and together with the
pastor, Father Michael Wawryk, rebuilt the pa-
rish school of St. Nicholas. Since November,
1962 Father George Zydan is continuing his
spiritual work in our parish in Hamtramck.

Father Volodymyr Vasyl Gavlich was born on
October 29, 1913 in the village of Smikiveyack,
the county of Ternopil in Ukraine. His parents
were Evstachiy and Katherine Maceluch, Father
Gavlich spent his echildhood in Birkach Vely-
kyeh, Till 1930, he attended the Ukrainian
Gymnasium in Ternopil. As a student of the
sixth grade, Father Gavlich was admitted into
the novitiate of the Basilian Fathers in Krechiw,
near Zhovkva. He continued his studies at the

Father Gavlich profes-
sed his simple vows as a monk in Krechiw in
1932. He was ordained a priest by Bishop Goy-
dych in Olomuneyi on November 21, 1940. Later
Father Gavlich was sent to Vienna to complete
his studies in philosophy where he received his
doctorate in philosophy in 1944,

Father Gavlich began his pastoral work in the
church of St. Barbara in Vienna. From here,
Father Gavlich served the Ukrainiang in Gracz
until the Gestapo threathened to arrest him. In
August, 1945, Father Gavlich was sent on a
very perilous mission into communist occupied
territory to Pryashev, Carpathian Ukraine to
visit Bishop Goydych and find out the state of
affairs of the Ukrainians in Halychyna, In June
of 1946, Father Gavlich traveled to Paris and
from here he was transferred to the United
States. His first assignment was to teach phi-
losophy at Glen Cove for four years until he
was assigned to Hempstead. One of his great
contributions was the organization of the first
Ukrainian parish camp for children in the Uni-
ted States in Babylon. Later he became the pa-
stor and superior in Chicago where he built a
parish school and conducted a radio program in
the Ukrainian language.

In February, 1957, Father Gavlich returned
to Vienna where he became the first Basilian
Father to serve as pastor of the church of St.
Barbara. Here he often traveled throughout
various parts of Austria and Germany in his
missionary work. In Qetobar, 1960, Father Vo-
lodymyr was transferred back to the United
States ard stationed at St. Josaphat's monastery
in Glen Cove, L. I. Sinee August 1962 Father
Gavlich is working in our parish. Among his
many contributions is the founding of the
monthly publication “Word of the Good Pastor.”

Father Patriek Paschak has always fulfilled
his pastoral work with great diligence. From
1947 to 1949, he did mission work in Western
Canada. From 1949 to 1959 Father Patrick
was the director of the grammar and high
schools in New York. Since 1959 he was as-
signed to the St. Nicholas parish in Chicago
and from August, 1962, in our parish in Ham-
tramck. For ten years, Father Patrick conducted
.-a weekly childrens radio program in New York.
Besides teaching, he has conducted many mis-
sions and retreats throughout the United States.
He also headed many youth organizations and
their discussions throughout the ecountry. He
helped head the eommittee for the building of
St. George's School in New York which cost
two million dollars. Father Patrick appeared on
the programs: "“Voice of America” and “Voice
of Freedom”. We cannot even begin to mention
Father Paschak's numerous contributions to the
press, radio, and telavision. He arranged to have
our Mass televised and discussed on several tele-
vision programs in New York and Chicago. Il

is also very important here to mention Father
Patrick’s numerous contributions to the bid for
unity at St. Patrick’s Cathedral in New York and
the Holy Namg Cathedral in Chicago and various
colleges. His brother, Father Epiphany Paschak,
OSBM, is an assistant Master of Novices in
Mundare, Alberta, Canada, and a sister is in
religion, Sr. Epiphany, SSMI, teaching music
in the Immaculate Heart Academy in Winnipeg.
Another brother Walter is a Papal Knight of
St. Silvester with title of Commander. While
a sister-in-law Olga Paschak received the Papal
medal “Pro Ecclesia et Pontifice”. These honors
were bestowed on them by Pope John XXIIT for
exceptional services in the Catholic Church.

Father Jerome John Barnych, OSBM, was
born in New York City in 1930, and was or-
dained to the priesthood in 1955. His first as-
signment was as assistant pastor at the St. Ni-
cholas Church in Chicago where he was also an
instructor in religion. After two years, he was
transferred to St. George Parish in New York.
Between parish work and assignment in the
Glen Cove monastery, Father Jerome was in-
strumental in preaching missions, retreats and
lectures. When the Hamtramek parish was
transferred to the Basilian Fathers, he was de-
signated as an assistant pastor where he re-
mained till February 4, 1964. At this time he
was appointed as administrator of the St. Jo-
saphat Parish in Warren where he presently is
engaged in building a church valued at
$2560,000.00.

Besides parish work, Father Jerome has also
written articles to newspapers and other media.
His article about the TUkrainian persecuted
church was printed in the Congressional Record
in 19556. And his latest contribution is a very
popular pamphlet titled “Prodigal Ukrainian
Catholics.” The book is in its third edition.
Father Jerome has frequently appeared before
student bodies of high schools and colleges, and
has been very effective in popularizing our Rite
amongst other groups and organizations.

Father Demetrius Emil Vysochansky, OSBM
was born on January 21, 1931 in Pickville Pen-
sylvania. His parents, Joseph and Emellia, came
to America from Vysocka Vyzhnoho, the county
of Turka, in Ukraine. He finished Lincoln
School and Blakely High School in Pickville,
Father Demetrius entered the novitiate on Au-
gust 21, 1948 in Dawson, Pa., where he pro-
fessed his first simple vows on December 19,
1950. He pursued the following courses of stu-
dy: 1950-1952 — humanist studies in Monter-
rey, Canada, 1952-54 — philosophical studies in
Glen Cove, 1955-59 — theological studies in
Rome. Father Vysochansky professed his vows
as a monk on March 16, 1959. On December 9,
1961, he was ordained a priest by Bishop Am-
brose Senyshyn. Father Demetrius returned to
America in 1960 when he was assigned to the
parish of St. Nicholas. He has been working in

the important job of caring for the very young-
est souls by being the instructor of Religion of
our grammar school. Fr. Demetrius is one of
four priests from one family. He has another
brother Constantine as a Basilian priest, and
2 brothers Walter and John are diocesan priests.

Father Methodius Nytechka was born in 1919
in Halychyna, Ukraine. He entered the novitiate
of the Basilian Fathers on January 1, 1936, and
on August 1, 1937, he professed his vows as a
monk. In 1944, Father Methodius was ordained
a priest.

Father Nytchka spent many years working in

Brazil among our Ukrainian people. He taught
in the high school of the Sister Servants of Ma-
ry, fulfilled his pastoral duties, and edited “Pra-
cia”. Later Father Methodius became the pas-
tor of the Curytibe parish in Brazil. He also
helped crganize sodalities.

In 1960, Father Nytchka was transferred to
the United States. After a few months in New
York, Father Methodius began his work in the
parish of St. Nicholas in Chicago. Then Father
Nytchka spent a year working in our parish
before he was once again transferred to Brad-
ford, England where he now fulfills the pas-
toral duties of that community.

The unsung heroes of our Ukrainian parochial school system in the
United States are the Ukrainian religious sisters. If ever a parish
hecame stabilized, it was because of their unselfish services in the
parish schools.

The Immaculate Conception Ukrainian Catholic Church Bowling
League was organized in the fall of 1959 with 16 teams (four persons to
a team). The League was originally organized by members of the Church
Choir, *‘Kotlarewsky’’ and many choir members joined. At its inception,
the League included men and women from the I.C. Ukr. Catholic Church in
Hamtramck and St. Josaphat mission in Warren. In subsequent years the
League membership expanded to include parishioners from St. John the
Baptist Ukr. Catholic Church in Detroit and from several LatinRite
parishes. _

During the first two seasons of its existence (1959-60 and 1960-61)
the League bowled at the Hamtr amck Recreation Bowling Lanes on Joseph
Campau in Hamtramck . For all subsequent seasons including the present
one (1964-65) the League has been bowling at the State Fair Bowling
Lanes located on Woodward Avenue near the Michigan State Fair Grounds.

At the present time, the Immaculate Conception Ukrainian Catholic
Church Bowling League counts among its membership four priests, two
are regularmembers and the remaining are substitute bowlers. The League
bowls on Friday nights beginning at 9:00 PM. This same schedule has
been maintained during the past 5 seasons.

In addition to bowling once each week-night during the bowling
season, the League holds other social gatherings such as picnics, parties
and an annual bowling awards banquet for members.

The enthusiastic work of the Immaculate Conception Mothers Club
hegan in the year of 1947 when a group of mothers held a meeting at
the Ukrainian Hall on Grayling Street to discuss the needs of the school
and church. —WD

The Mothers began raising money by sponsoring bake sales, raffles,
dances, banquets and various other functions. This group was small but
its potential strength was great.

The Ukrainian Hall on Grayling was used as a school and certain
improvements had to be taken up immediately; this included the instal-
lation of a fire alarm bell, the cafeteria tables were recovered with
floral oileloths to give the dining space a cheerful and appetizing
atmosphere. The hot lunches for the school children were prepared
and served by the volunteer help of the Club members.
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The next project was the purchasmg and sewing of material for
_Kindergarten and church vrocession gowns. Several years later 170
pastel gowns were sewed and added to the original group. Inasmuch as
a library was non-existent, the Club purchased a complete set of Brit-
tanica Encyclopedia and books to begin a library for the pupils.

Enrollment of children inereased rapidly and plans were made for
a new school and church. With the Club’s many activities the proceeds
soon began to mount. Evidence of this is $4,000.00 school and church
building fund; $1,300.00 furnishing of a grade school classroom. Dur-
ing the next several years, various articles were purchased for the
grade school amounting to $1,500.000: toys for the Kindergarten; uten-
sils for the cafeteria; sewing machines; world and science maps; ten |
record plavers and stands; a television set with educational channel
attachment, ete. _ _ !

With the expanding program of the parish, another fund was started
for the high school and convent. Again the Mothers raised $6.000.00
for the Convent fund; $1,000.00 for the furnishing of a visitors’ room
and kitchen in the Sister’s Convent; $10,000.00 for the High School
Library Fund, and other miscellaneous gifts amounting to $4,550.00.

The Club sponsors a child, each year, to the Ukrainian Camp in
Drayton Plains; $400.00 was given towards the Altar Boys trips to
Stamford. ' '

In 1948, his Excellency Bishop Joseph Schmondiuk designated the
Feast of the Patronage of the Blessed Virgin Mary (Pokrova), as the
Club’s feast day and on this day the members hold thzir corporate
communion. When the church renovation fund was established, the
painting of the “Pokrova” was purchased by the Club.

It is a custom of the Club to give $25.00 U.S. Savings Bond to
a members’ child when he or she enrolls in either a seminary or an
academy.

At Christmas, a dinner is served for the parish priest and the
sisters in the church hall. The highlights of this dinner is a hundred
dollar gift which the members donate to the orphans in lieu of exchang-
ing gifts among themselves.

The Mothers serve at all church functions. For five years, during
summer vacation, the members took full charge of the camp concession
stand in Drayton Plains and donated all proceeds to the parish. The
members assist in the Vision & Hearing Tests conducted at the school
and have also acted as chaperones for various school activities.

The Club members serve as active community volunteer workers,
such as the preparation of hundreds of cancer pads and spending
numerous hours with the United Foundation Toreh Drive, Michigan
Cancer Survey, March of Dimes, Chest X-ray and blood bank drives,
and performing other endless acts of service to the church and com-

munity. They are members of the Detroit Archdiocesan Counecil of
Catholic Women which also involves volunteer work.

During its seventeen years of existence, the Club has worked with
Rev. Walter Bilynsky, his Excellency Bishop Joseph Schmondiuk and
Monsignor Stephen Knapp, and are continuing to work under the Ba-
silian Fathers.

Every Mother of this parish should deem it an honor to belong to
this outstanding organization.

The Ukrainian Mandolin Orchestra Kobzar, in a humble beginning,
had its origin in the year 1958. To promote Ukrainian music and cul-
ture became the organizational perspective from which evolved the
mandolin orchestra.

There were many hardships to overcome during the inception
of this group in spite of the spirit of enthusiasm that was displayed
by the nuclens members. Musicians were difficult to acquire and
instruments were virtually non-existent since many models in the man-
dolin family were no longer manufactured. Despite these barriers, the
orchestra continued to grow.

Under the able directorship of Mr. Sam Mills, the mandolin or-
chestra has prospered culturally and has appeared before several groups
at the Cobo Hall, Ford Auditorium, and other ethnic auditoriums, Be-
side these appearances, the society has sponsored and developed con-
certs of their own. There most current undertaking is the finalizing
of a record album.

A group of parishioners, realizing the need of a recreation building
at the Parish Camp in Drayton Plains, organized in the summer of
1961 for this purpose.

Mr. Michael Shanayda, Architect, was immediately retained to draw
up the plans and specifications for this proposed facility, for which
he graciously donated his time and efforts.

Through the tireless efforts of this Committee, funds were raised
by soliciting donations from clubs and individuals, Christmas carolling,
a Pysanka Raffle, 3 Picnics, the maintenance of Concession Stands at
the Camp Grounds, and weekly Social Parties held at Orlyk Hall.

In two years the building shell was erected, and on June 20, 1963,
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a High Mass was celebrated in the Recreation Building dedicating this
struecture.

The building is scheduled for completion in this our Golden Jubilee
Year. The approximate cost is about $25,000.00.

The William Melnyk Post No. 645 was organized March 30, 1945, with
the assistance of Father Stephen Chehansky, pastor of Immaculate Con-
ception Church.
