HISTORY of RESURRECTION PARISH

From a humble beginning, with a roster of fifty families
who attended Mass and other devotions in a private home,
to a membership list of 900 families molded into a parish
possessing a building which houses a church and school, a
Sisters’ home, a rectory, and an auditorium. That, in a
nutshell, is the history of the parish of Resurrection of Our
Lord.

On Movember 18th, 1951 A.D. there occurred the blessing
and laying of the cornerstone for a new convent to house
Felician sisters teaching here.

Technically, it might be said, that the parish had its
beginning in 1920 when Rev. B. Gdaniec, then organizing
St. Ladislaus parish in Hamtramck, would come to what is now
the Resurrection area to say Mass and hold other devotions
for Catholics in the vicinity. However, for historical purposes,
Resurrection daotes back to the day in February, 1921, when
Rev. L. Szok, now pastor at Queen of Apostles church, was
assigned to found a parish.

Although he was then in God's service only a year, Fr.
Szok proved himself a capable organizer and in less than three
years erected a building which to this day houses a church
seating 800 people and a school serving the elementary
educational requirements of some 500 children. Fr. Szok was
pastor until January 28th, 1941, adding an auditorium and
a rectory to the parish property before his departure for Queen
of Apostles.

Taking over the reins from Fr. Szok was Rev, Frances
Banaszak, who came to Resurrection from a pastorate at
Corpus Christi. Under Fr. Banaszak's experienced guidance,
Catholics living in the parish area have become even more
closely knit. It is estimated that 80 per cent of the parishioners
are owners of the homes in which they live. This fact has a
tendency to make Catholics more parish-conscious. And it's
safe to say that nine out of ten parishioners are members of
one or more societies or organizations attached to the parish.
There are not less than 12 of these societies and organizations,
and they have played an exceedingly important role in the
expansion of the parish. Their annual contributions and their
help during parish bazaars, picnics, and other activities have
been immeasurable.

Time was when the smallness of the parish required
assistants. In the early days, Fr. Szok had help during week-
ends from Rev. Vincent Borkowicz, now Monsigner and pastor
of St. Stanislaus Church. Several other priests who served
Resurrection have gone on to pastorates and advanced in the
hierarchy of the church. Most notable of these is the elevation
of the very Rev. Msgr. Alexander M. Zaleski, who was an
assistant at Resurrection, to Auxiliary Bishop of Detroit. Before
and/or after Bishopdesignate Zaleski, the parish had the
following assistants: Rev. A. Koprowski, Rev. L. Zatryb, Rev.
L. Zurek, Rev. E. Bartol, Rev. S. Rojewski, Rev. M. Witkowski,
Rev. Francis P, Kozlowski, Rev. E. Dommer, Rev. E.
Obuchowski, Rev. M. Filip, Rev. Edward Wilk, Rev. Thadeus
Samson, Rev. Leonard Makulski, Rev. Andrew Nieckarz, Rev.
Daniel Bogus, now - Rev. Edwin Szczygiel, Rev. Jan Tyminski,
and help on Sundays, Rev. Dr. Valerian Jasinski.

On the 18th day of November, 1951, at one o'clock P.M.,
the Right Reverend Monsignor Frank A. Pokriefka, pastor of
St. Gregory's Parish, Detroit, Mich., and of the Northern
Archdiocesan Deanery, blessed this corner stone, assisted by
Rev. Francis A. Banaszak, the present Pastor, with Reverends
Edward J. Wilk and Thaddeus J. Samon, current assistant
pastors of this parish, and Reverend John F. Koziot, Missionary
Father of the Chicago Archdiocesan Band, who on this day is
concluding a two weeks mission, given at this Parish during
the Holy year. The Archbishop at this time is His Eminence
Edward Cardinal Mooney, who, yesterday, observed solemnly his
silver jubilee of episcopacy, and, on the same day, consecracted
the first permanent Cathedral of Detroit, the Blessed Sacrament
Church at Woodward and Belmont Avenues, Auxiliary Bishops
at this time are the Most Reverend Allen J. Babcock and
Alexander Zalewski. The present Pastor is reverend Francis
A. Banaszak, assigned to this parish on January 1941.

The old Sisters’ dwelling, before occupancy of this new
convent was located at 6141 Miller Ave., and it had served
as their habitat for the Felician Sisters’ since their inception
of work for this parishes school. Originally this old building
was the first parish church, converted from a grocery store
to temporary church.

This new convent was designed by Mr. Walter Rozycki,
A.lLA., architect. It is a two-story building, faced with pressed

brick and limestone trim, 101 x 50°, of contemprorary archi-
tecture. The cost of construction is placed at $170,000.00.
General contractor: Matthew Lalewicz; plumbing and heating
supplied by Chelsea Company; Electrical contractor: E. H.
Dean of Garden City, Mich.

The history of this parish, according to old records on
hand, dates back to July 14th, 1917, originally as a polish
national independent church, started by renegade R.C. priest,
Rev. Father Stephen Radziszewski. On request of several
families, faithful to the mother church, Right Reverend Michael
J. Gallagher, Bishop of Detroit, delegated Rev. Father Stephen
S. Woznicki, his secretary, and now the Bishop of Saginaw,
to effect a conciliation. Father Woznicki was successful in his
efforts and the parish was brought under the jurisdiction of
Detroit Diocese. At first Father Gdaniec, who at that time was
organizing St. Ladislaus, Hamtramck, would come from time to
time to celebrate mass. In Feb. of 1921, the first permanent
Pastor was assigned, Rev. Ladislaus Szok, to organize this
parish. Within o few years Father Szok erected a combination
Church and School building, a fine parish auditorium, and,
in 1940-41, a new rectory. His successor, Rev. Father
Banaszak, through unparalled generosity of parish member-
ship, payed off the entire parish mortgage indebtness, amount
ing to almost a quarter of a million of dollars, by Aug. of
1948, and a sufficient amount of reserved building fund was
raised to start contruction on new sisters’ Home at this time.
An honorable mention here must be made in behalf of Mr.
Edward Grace, president of parish entertainment committee,
organizer of 5t. Vincent dePaul Conference at this parish,
who with a few zealous co-workers, initiated and conducted
parish carnivals and raffles in 1950-51, which netted $26,000
towards the building fund.

On this, the 7th day of May, 1961, AD, at 3 p.m.,
there was a blessing and laying of the cornerstone for the new
Roman Catholic Church for Resurrection Parish under the
pastorate of Fr. Sigismund M. Sacilowski.

The cornerstone was blessed by Fr. Peter P. Walkowiak,
pastor of 5t. Florian's Church and dean of this area’s deanery
tor the Detroit Archdiocese.

The new church is virtually a complete conversion of the
parish quditorium which was built in 1929 at a cost of $75,000,
Only the auditorium’s two side walls and the rear wall
remain for the new edifice being erected at a total cost of
nearly $190,000, exclusive of adornments such as stained
glass windows, statues, etc.

Fr. Sacilowski is only the third pastor of the parish
since it was permanently organized 40 years ago.

He succeeded Fr. Francis A. Banaszak on January 3,
1953, after serving as pastor of Corpus Christi Parish,

Fr. Banaszak's predecessor was Fr. Ladislaus Szok, now
pastor at Our Lady Queen of Apostles Parish in Hamtramck.

Fr. Szok founded the Resurrection Parish in February,
1921, and he remained as pastor for 20 years until January
28, 1941, when Fr. Banaszak took over the assignment,
before being transferred to Andrew’s Parish.

Shorty after his arrival here, Fr. Sacilowski decided that
the parish had had a so-called "basement church” long
enough, and started making plans for a new church.

The architectural firm of Walter J. Rozycki was hired
to draw up the plans and in 1960, His Excellency, John F.
Dearden, Archbishop of the Detroit Archdiocese, granted
permission for the construction of the new church.

Fr. Sacilowski blessed and broke the ground for the site,
and the firm of J. Kruse Co. began construction.

It is expected that the first Mass in the new church will
be celebrated in November or December of this year.

Nearly 1200 families are on the parish rolls, and most
of them own the homes in which they ive.

A family without at least one member in any of the 12
societies and organizations affiliated with the parish is rare
indeed.

These groups have played an exceedingly improved role
in the growth of the parish. Their annual contributions and
their help during parish fund-raising activities have been
immeasurable.

Two of the previous most notable in the expansion were
the $170,000 Sisters Convent built in 1951 and the parish
rectory constructed ten years earlier.

The story of the rise of Resurrection Parish is truly one

of the great stories in the continuous expansion of the
Catholic Church in the Detroit Archdiocese.

CHURCH TO SEE LIGHT OF DAY AFTER LONG YEARS OF DARKNESS

After nearly four decades in a dark basement, Resurection
Catholic Church soon will ascend into the bright sunlight.

The predominantly Polish congregation at 4001 Miller,
founded in 1920, has been worshiping in a '‘temporary”
church in the cellar of the parish school since the building
was completed in 1923,

Within a month, however, parishioners will be assisting at
mass in a building that is unique among Detroit area churches,
Parishioners of Father Z, M. Sacilowski, pastor since 1953,
have converted a 32 year-old parish hall into a modern and

model church.
CHURCH STANDS OUT

The building is worthy of note for other reasons, for it
brings a splash of beauty into an area where beauty is difficult
to maintain. Situated just a few feet from the southern limits
of Hamtramck, the parish property is ringed by factories and
commercial enterprises.

The tidy homes in the neighborhood wage a constant battle
against grime and blight, but the converted building should
give the area both a spiritual and an esthetic lift.

“"The old church in the school basement was not suitable
for the purpose,’’ Fr. Sacilowski said, “and a new building of
the size we need would have cost more than $500,000.

"Instead, we took the parish hall, which had been built in
1929 at a cost of $75,000, invested another $200,000 in
the conversion job and new furnishings and now have just
such a church.”

NEW FACADE ADDED

Contractors raised the walls of the brick structure, then
added a pitched roof to replace the flat one. Across the front
they have built a completely new facade of stone and brick.

To the right of this imposing entrance has been added a
commanding bell tower on which a cross is to be mounted.

Inside, the new church with its tiled floor, white walls and
ceiling and blond wood pews and furniture is as bright and
cheerful as the old church was dark.

A new marble altar is on its way from ltaly, as is a mosaic
depicting the Resurrection of Christ. It will cover the wall
behind the altar. Both will be in place in time for the mid-
January dedication.

1,200 FAMILIES BELONG

"This gives us a complete parish plant,” Fr. Sacilowski said.
"“"We built ¢ new convent for the Felician Sisters who teach
in our school, and the old basement church can now be con-
verted into a parish hall.’

Resurection Church was founded by Father Ladislaus Szok,
now pastor of Our Lady Queen of Apostles Church, Ham-
tramck, only a year after Fr. Szok's 1919 ordination.

The parish membership has remained fairly constant
throughout the intervening 41 years, varying only slightly
from its present count of 4,250 persons. They are from
1,200 registered families having 500 children in the eight
grades of the parish schoal.

"“At least 90 per cent of our parishioners still are Polish
or of Pelish extraction,” Fr. Sacilowski said, “and of our six
Sunday masses, three have Polish sermons and three English
for the second and third generations.”

Fr. Sacilowski, born in Poland, came to the United States
in 1924 and was educated at St. Mary’s College and SS. Cyril
and Methodius Seminary, Orchard Lake, from which he was
ordained in 1925.

He was an assistant pastor at St. Ladislaus Church for one
vear and at Immaculate Conception Church for 15. He
had been pastor of Corpus Christi for 12 years when transfered
ta his present post in 1953.

“The parish had a debt of $37,000 when | arrived,” he
said, "“and we not only paid that off, but built up a savings
of $120,000 toward our new church.

“It was worth it, for we intend to be here for more than
a few years yet.”
