In the words engraved on the cornerstone, we have a new church

jubilee through the generosity of the faithful who gave of their substance
and the work of their hands that true faith may flourish in this House
of God."

With wonder we gaze upon our humble achievement, and feel all the
awe of the words of the Lavabo in the Mass:

'l have loved, O Lord, the beauty of Thy House, and the place where
Thy glory dwelleth."

Today we humbly dedicate to our Lord this New Home with senti-
ments fittingly expressed in these words of the Mass:

"May the Lord accept this Gilt from our hands for the praise and
glory of His Holy Name; also for our own usefulness and for the use-
fulness of His entire Holy Church."

To these dedication thoughts we add our fervent thanks to the Lord
for many blessings that helped us to bring this Sacred Edifice to a happy
completion . . . and a prayer, too:

"0, God, . . . who continues to bring us in safety to Thy sacred mys-
teries, graciously hear the prayers of Thy people and grant that all who
enter this temple to implore Thy blessing may rejoice in obtaining what-
ever they ask."

A PASTOR LOOKS
AT TODAY'S CHURCH ARCHITECTURE

What is a Catholic Church?

Every Catholic church is a sacred place filled with the divine presence
~ even apart from the Holy Eucharist -- a place where the people of
God assemble:

* to celebrate the re-presentation of the redeeming Sacrifice of our Lord,

¥ to partake of the fruits of Christ's redeeming Sacrifice in the holy

sacraments,

* to hear the preaching of the word of God,

* to render homage and adoration to the presence of our Lord in the

Eucharistic Bread,
L * to engage in various non-liturgical devotions.



A Catholic church, however, serves not only as a place of assembly
for the Christian community, whether for liturgical or non-liturgical
worship; it is also a place for individual private devotion.

It is in a unique way "the tabernacle of God among men" (Apoc.
21, 3). It is a place where we may surely find our God. It is our Father's
house (Luke 15, 17) It is the "basilica," the palace of the King.

It is a holy place in which the Church, the Mystical Body of Christ,
is formed and built up, and hence the visible edifice is a symbol of this
Mystical Body.

It is a place in which the eternal union of God with His people in life
everlasting is anticipated, and therefore the church edifice is rightly re-
garded as the heavenly Sion descended upon earth.

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A Church is not a Relic of Some Other Age

Today's churches come in all shapes and sizes. Some are miniature
Gothic cathedrals, others the very models of modernity. Some are tri-
umphs of structural ingenuity, others reliable A-frames. Some are lavish-
ly theatrical, while many have all the wall-to-wall comforts of a suburban
split-level.

The most publicized modern churches are essentially a reflection of
the architect's faith in the primacy of personal originality.

A pastor who builds a church today must not be the first by whom
the new are tried, nor yet the last to lay the old aside.

A church need not look as if it were a relic of some other age. God
belongs to all ages. Religion is not a necessary social formality, pre-
served from past ages to give the Great Society an air of responsibility.

On the other hand, today's church architecture is often derived from
a culture of swarming contradictions and as a result frequently flies off
on lunatic tangents.

The Essential Requirement of a Parish Church

The first and essential requirement of a contemporary church is radi-
cal functional analysis of the meaning of parish church.

The Church itself is in the midst of such radical analysis of its own
function in the modern world that it is called the twentieth century re-
formation. And contained within it are the seeds ol an equally sweep-
ing reformation in religious architecture.

The core of the current re-examination is a return to essentials. It is
in the reform of the liturgy that the most striking architectural implica-
tions ase to be found.

At the heart of the early Church liturgy was the Communion service.
It was the united joint action of the whole Church, and not of the cele-
brant only. The prayers which the celebrant "said" were not the predomi-
nant thing.

In the Middle Ages, however, the Mass became formalized. Popular
devotions, unnourished by liturgy, developed strange and novel forms
and became increasingly subjective and sentimental.

The formalization of the Mass divided the participants into actors and
spectators. The celebrant performed the action while the congregation
watched from afar, busying itsell with private devotions.

The principal architectural result of all this was to push the altar up
against one wall of the church, with the pews strung out in a long rec-
tangle. Those in the rear pews were nearly out of sight and completely
out of hearing of what was going on at the altar.

Today's movement for liturgical reform tends to bring the altar back
to the people. It has two aspects. One is to reassert the primacy of the
liturgy over pietistic devotions. The second is to re-emphasize the com-
munality of the liturgy, the fact that it consists of a series of joint actions
in which clergy and laity each have separate but significant roles.

There is No Sacred Architecture

The acts of worship are more important than the building in which
they are housed. There is no sacred shape. There is no sacred material.
There is no sacred engineering. In fact, there is no sacred architecture.
There is only the sacred relationship between man and God that comes
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to an explosive climax inside the church edifice.

The liturgy, precisely because it is the expression of the Church -
and is indeed its first and supreme function — precisely because it is the
prayer of Christ in His members, is a living thing. It is living as the
Church is living, that Church which Christ wished should be a bride
eternally beautiful and eternally young: "without spot or wrinkle."

The Church of Our Age

The song of pilgrims traveling to the world of the eternal cannot be
expressed in forms and structures which belong to a determinate period.
They themselves are transitory and contain in themselves the seeds of
their own future evolution.

St. Helen's church is fashioned in such a way that the people of our
times may recognize and feel that it is addressed to them. The most sig-
nificant and the most worthy needs of modern mankind will find here
their fulfillment; the urge toward community life, the desire for what is
true and genuine, the wish to advance from what is peripheral to central
and essential, the demand for clarity and intelligibility, the longing for
quiet and peace, for a sense of warmth and security.

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A MONUMENT
MORE ENDURING THAN BRONZE

A majestic work of art of the twentieth century, St. Ielen's church
brings to earth a glory that ages cannot wither nor familiarity stale.
For beauty such as this there is no dying.




Exterior

Constituted of Wisconsin Lannon stone - rough-hewn and arranged
in straight lines — trimmed with smoothly finished Indiana limestone,
the building combines mass and vigor with harmony of design. Not
only the style and form, but the dimensions of the edifice are impressive.

The church stands on bedrock. It is 35 feet from the nave floor to
the high point of the ceiling. The top of the parapet is 40 feet from
grade and the high point of the roof is 48 feet from the grade. The
top of the bronze cross on the tower is 85 feet above grade. There are
four entrances.

The form of the church was dictated by two considerations: the lim-
ited size and shape of the site available so as to attain maximum seat-
ing capacity; the two focal points required of every parish church: the
Font (Baptism ) and the Altar ( Eucharist).

The gracefully proportioned facade, ornamented with 10 diamond-
shaped pieces of black granite, serves as a background for the bap-
tistry with ten slender lancet windows and the belfry tower, whose dig-
nified simplicity is relieved at the summit by opening with ornamental
fleur de lis stone tracery. The tower itself serves as a base for tapering
spire which is surmounted by a bronze cross.

The base of the belfry tower serves as a background for a Bianco-
duro statue of our Lord, 8 feet high, weighing 3,000 pounds. By facial
expression and gestures of hands our Lord appears to be saying the
words on the pedestal: "l am the way, the truth and the life!"

On each side of the facade there are two sets of silver anodized alum-

inum doors, adorned with ceramic bars, representing fish, a symbol of
Christ.

In fact, the lofty Lannon stone walls rise in their grandeur to outline
a short and bulging fish-shape church, broken by two side entrances
(head and tail of a fish), four bay windows, each of which frames 16
gracefully stained glass panels.
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B Narthex

I. We enter the narthex. The walls elegantly enriched with Verde Pelci-

"= yera marble, devotional lighting fixtures, exquisitely designed baptistery
gates, and graceful grille work lead us to exclaim: "This, indeed, is a

house of God and the gate of heaven!"

Here we find a bronze memorial plaque with the image of Father
Pyterek, founder and first pastor of St. Helen's, a list of outstanding
donors and the words: "They will be remembered in the prayers of many
generations and God Himsell will reward their outstanding generosity."
Baptistery

——  Christians are pilgrims on the road to heaven. The natural place
l. for the congregation is between the Baptistery and the Altar. They are
= —— opposite, but related to one another as the beginning to the end. One =
is initiation, the other one full (earthly) attainment, anticipation of glory.
The baptistery near the main entrance, at the far end from the high

altar, is three steps below the floor level so that the candidates for Bap-

tism will descend to the font, for Baptism means burial with Christ,

followed by resurrection with Him.

—




It incorporates four ideas: St. John's rebirth-symbolism (rebirth of
water and the Holy Spirit), St. Paul's resurrection-symbolism (dead to
sin, but alive to God), the ceremonies of Baptism and the preface of the
blessing of the font on Holy Saturday.

The floor, the walls of Verde Isogne marble and the baptismal font
stress the rebirth-symbolism: "Unless a man be born again of water
and the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of heaven" (John 3,5).

The terrazzo floor depicts a shell, a symbol of Baptism, in the midst

of water streaming from the baptismal font while symbols of 15 fish

swimming towards the font represent souls yearning for the waters of
salvation.

The font of Verde Issoric marble has on its base the most ancient

Christian symbol found in the catacombs - Chi-Rho-anchor-fish - repre-

N s Del senting the fixed hope of Christians in Christ and His cross. This symbol

is based on the words of St. Paul: "Hold fast the hope set before us,

which we have as an anchor of the soul, sure and firm (Heb. 6, 18-19).

Two multicolored statues on the top of the font represent St. John
baptizing our Lord. Beneath is a fountain with a triumphant cross with
a continuous flow of water through the four openings in the fountain

to represent the four rivers in the new paradise of God, which give life
through the operation of the Holy Spirit, designed by a dove suspended
from the ceiling.

The two stained glass windows portray resurrection-symbolism: the
resurrection of Life (Christ's resurrection) and the newness of life (Bap-
tism, rebirth, regeneration). The idea is based on the words of St. Paul:

Nl eyt
AP
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"Do you not know that all who have been baptized into Christ Jesus
have been baptized into His death? For we were buried with Him by
means of Baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ has arisen
from the dead: through the glory of the Father, so we also may walk
in the newness of life . .. Thus do you consider yourselves also as
dead to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus" (Rom. 6, 3-11).

The baptistry has two entrances. Each consists of two stationery

panels and a two-piece gate.

_ Each of the four panels shows Noe's ark, used by St. Peter as a

—— —— ligure of souls saved by Baptism: "The ark . . . wherein few, that is

eight, souls were saved by water. The like figure whereunto even Bap-
tism doth also now save us" (1 Pet. 3, 20-21). The return of the dove

I I with an olive branch symbolizes the deliverance of soul from death, while t t t ¥
the rainbow is indicative of God's covenant of mercy.

Each gate has a triumphant cross from which flow the graces of sal-
vation through the operation of the Holy Spirit, symbolized by a dove

—————————— hovering above. The stag, drinking from the four streams in the rock
beneath the cross (a favorite baptistry decoration of the fourth century)

- symbolizes the faithful Christians longing for God or, in earlier centuries,
the catechumens desiring Baptism. This symbol finds its origin in psalm
41: "As the hart pantetch after the waterbrooks, so my soul panteth after
the fountains of water; so my soul panteth after Thee, O God!"
The dignity of the people of God and the obligations assumed in
Baptism are embodied in four inscriptions: "You are a temple of God!
.. . The Spirit of God dwells in you . . . Walk in newness of life . . .
Let your light shine before men."
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Interior

The interior does not create the atmosphere of cozy bourgeois resi-
dence. Nor does it imitate the poverty of a proletarian dwelling. It rather
bespeaks the grandeur of God. It exalts the worshipper above the at-
mosphere of his daily life. And yet it leaves one with the friendly feeling
of "the goodness and kindness of our Savior' (Tit. 3,4).

Intended primarily for the celebration of the Eucharistic sacrifice,
which is primarily the action of the entire Christian community, the
interior is so arranged that there will be exchange of address and re-
sponse between sanctuary and nave, between priest and people.

Nave

The oval shape of the interior, unobstructed and spacious, provides
seating accommodation for 1,100 persons in 8 rows of solid waluut
pews. From every location there is a clear view of the sanctuary and
pulpit. The longest distance from the Communion rail to the last pew
is 55 feet.

Another distinctive feature is the addition of two quiet rooms at side
entrances-- one for mothers with children, the other for senior citizens.

The six confessionals in the north and south west walls are recessed,
soundproof and single-sided, air conditioned or heated, with provisions
for light for the confessor and the penitent.

Adding to the beauty of the interior are eight gold and silver ano-
dized light fixtures, which provide illumination upward toward the ceil-
ing and downward upon the congregation - lighting which is adequate
and devotional in atmosphere.

Statues

The number of exquisite marble statues, modern but not modernistic,
is moderate. Their relative positions reflect right order.

They were hand-carved from selected multi-colored marbles in Da-
prato Studios in Italy. The various colored marbles were tashioned
and cemented together, creating harmonious effects in statuary.

These include the statues of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin
and the Sacred Heart above the two side altars, and St. Joseph, patron
of the Universal Church, and St. Helen, patron of our parish, in the
niches at side entrances.

Stations of the Cross

Outstanding among the treasures of the church are repouse Stations
of the Cross, sculptured in nickel and silver. Designed and executed by
Armando Santini, they are clear, vivid, appealing, becoming and digni-
fied and rank among the finest examples of the sacred art. Original in




design, meticulous in detail, vibrant in appearance, they elevate the soul
and inspire the mind to the contemplation of the mysteries of our re-
demption.

Organ

The new organ has been planned to provide the church with an in-
strument of sufficient resource and flexibility. The tonal approach is of
classic tradition, yet a number of worthy features from the romantic era
of organ building have been included.

There are four separate divisions in the instrument, each with its own
keybbard: The Great, Swell, Choir and Pedal Organs. The 19 speaking
stops are arranged in 25 ranks with a total of over 1,500 pipes; the
largest is over 18 feet in length and the smallest measures less than half
an inch.

The pipes are concealed in the two sound chambers at each end of the
gallery. The sounds come through the decorative walnut trellis into the
nave and into the choir loft. The Swell and Choir Organs are each en-
closed in separate chambers and fitted with louvres which can be oper-
ated from the console.

The three manual-and-pedal console of English drawknob type is in
the center of the balcony. A separate electric blowing fan provides air
pressure for operation. Electric cables connect the various sections of the
organ to give the organist efficient and easy control of the tonal forces.

The plans have been developed by Mr. Henry Beard and the organ
engineered and built by the Moller Organ Company of Hagerstown,
Maryland. This firm is the world's largest and has produced some of the
most outstanding organs in the country. Among them are the new Air
Force Chapel organs at Colorado Springs and in the cathedral at Bal-
timore. At present the firm is completing organs for the Shrine of the Im-
maculate Conception in Washington and in the church of St. Paul the
Apostle in New York City. Nothing has been spared to provide our
church with the instrument of finest crasftsmanship, tonal design and
tradition. The organ is a distinctive work of the builder, a product of
his factory, in no way an assembled or stock product.

Ceiling

The beauty of the collered ceiling lies in the simplicity of decoration
with its varied sizes and shapes of crosses in yellow gold, charcoal black
and French grey.

The altar and the steps surrounding it are surmounted by a tester

with

a cross flanked by the first and last letteres of the Greek words

"Jesus" and "Christ" and the word "Nika" (Conquerer). From this canopy
there is a series of rays of golden light which creates the impression of
a sunburst.

The semicircle ceiling arch around the sanctuary has twelve shields
with symbols of the twelve Apostles:

1

2,

St. Simon: A fish lying on a hook, denoting that he was a fisher
of men through the preaching of the Gospel.

St. James the Less: A saw. St. James, at the age of 29, was pushed
off a pinnacle of the temple. Badly injured, he managed to rise to
his knees to ask the Lord's forgiveness for his enemies, who pro-
ceeded to stone him and knock out his brains with a fuller's bat.
Then his body was sawed to pieces.

. St. Bartholomew: Three vertical llaying knives. He is said to have

been flayed alive, crucified and decapitated.

. St. Philip: A budded cross. St. Philip is said to have been a martyr

either by crucifixion or the spear, or bound to a cross and stoned
to death. Two loaves of bread have their origin in his remark be-
fore the multiplication of loaves: "Two Rundred denarii worth of
bread is not enough for them, that each one may receive a little"

(John 6,7).

. St. James the Greater: Escallop shells, a traveler's staff and a pil-

grim's purse — symbolic of his pilgrimages by sea. St. James is
said to have traveled and preached in Spain. He was beheaded by
the order of Herod of Agrippa.

. St. Peter: The inverted cross with keys saltire: "I will give unto thee

the keys of the kingdom of heaven" (Mat. 16, 19). He was crucified
in Rome during the reign of Nero. According to Origen, he re-



quested that he be crucified upside down, as he felt unworthy to
die in the same position as his Lord.

. St. John: A serpent and a sword. St. John died a natural death,
although it is said an attempt was made on his life by giving him
a poisoned chalice.

8. St. Andrew: St. Andrew's cross and a palm of martyrdom. He was
crucified in Greece on a cross saltire.

9. St. Matthew: Three vertical flaying knives. He is said to have been
flayed alive, crucified and decapitated.

10. St. Thomas: Carpenter's square and spear. He is said to have
built a church with his own hands. He was shot with arrows, stoned
and left dying. A pagan priest then ran a spear through him.

11. St. Jude: Inverted cross, spear and club. It has been conjectured
that St. Simon and St. Jude were martyred together.

12. St. Matthias (chosen by lot to take place of Judas): Battle-axe and
two stones. He is said to have been stoned and beheaded.

Sanctuary

The imposing ensemble of the sanctuary -- altar, reredos, canopy and
the Blue Belge and bronze Communion rail with its imposing gates -
constitute the focal point of attention and artistry. This is evident by its
isolated placement, its relative elevation, well proportioned, excellent in
given material, monumental in the measure which the edifice demands,
situated in right perspective, and at th ¢ most lightsome point.

The symbols on each side of the altar visualize the Mystical Body
of Christ as represented by the vine and branches.

The Canon of the Mass is summarized by six sketches on the first
panels.

The pulpit, in the foreground of the sanctuary on the Gospel side, is
made of bronze and walnut. The front panel depicts the journey of life:
two stars, a traveller's staff and purse, a road, and the road signs (Ten
Commandments). At the bottom we read the words: "Blessed are the
undefiled in the way who walk in the law of the Lord." Above the panel
is an cagle representing Christ.

Altar

The altar is truly a station from which earth can look up to heaven
- the sacrificial and banquet table of the people of God. Mass can be
celebrated from either side. It consists of five huge pieces of Blue Belge
marble. In the center of paleotto there is a mosaic symbol representing
community worship: "My sacrifice and your sacrifice."
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The two-door, tent-like tabernacle, ornamented with birds, wheat and
grapes, is so constructed that the top can be removed and the taber-
nacle shifted forward if the Mass is said facing the people, in accordance

| with the instructions for the proper implementation of the Constitution
on Sacred Liturgy:

"I'he most holy Eucharist shall be reserved in a solid and inviolable
tabernacle placed in the midst of the main altar . . . It is lawful to cele-
brate Mass facing the people even if there is a tabernacle, small but
suitable, on the altar." (5:6-95).

Relics in the Altars

The main and the two side altars were consecrated by Bishop Aloysius
Wycislo on January 4, 1965. During the consecration numerous relics
were placed in each altar.

The main altar dedicated to St. Helen contains two reliquaries:

1. The first reliquary contains relics of the Martyrs, St. Candidus and
St. Concordia, and also relics from the table of the Last Summper
and relics of the Apostles who were present at the Last Supper:
Sts. Andrew, Bartholomew, James the Less, James the Greater, John,
Jude called Thaddeus, Matthew, Philip, Peter, Simon and Thomas.

2. The second reliquary contains the relics of the Martyrs, St. Can-
didus and St. Concordia, and also the relics of the True Cross,
the bones of St. Helen and from the cloak of Our Lord.

The Altar on the Epistle side, dedicated to the Sacred Heart of Jesus,

has a reliquary which contains the relics of the Martyrs, St. Candidus

and St. Concordia, and also the relics of the Martyrs, St. Stanislaus
B.M., and St. Hyacinth, also herein are the relics of St. Adalbert, St.
Stanislaus Kostka, St. Casimir, St. Josaphat, St. Andrew Bobola, St. Mar-
garet Mary Alacoque, "ex pallio” St. Joseph (Spouse of Our Lady), St.
Francis of Assisi, St. Thomas Aquinas, St. Anthony, St. Vincent de Paul,
St. John Vianny, Bl. Ceslaus.

The Altar on the Gospel side, dedicated to the Blessed Virgin Mary,
has a reliquary which contains the relics of the Martyrs, St. Cecilia,
and St. Agnes, and also the relics of St. Apollonia, St. Therese of the
Infant Jesus, St. Frances Xavier Cabrini, St. Anne, St. Bernadeite Sou-

birous, and a relic of the veil of the Blessed Virgin Mary.
Reredos

Capturing the view from all parts of the church is the hand-carved,
gold-leafed and burnished reredos constructed against the wall of Verde

[ssorie marble. It visualizes the Crucifix as the Tree of Life nourishing
the Mystical Body of Christ, which is the Church, through the Mass and
the sacraments.

The central portion stresses the mystery of redemption: the Last Sup-
per (13 chalices), the Calvary (a branched crucifix) and Christ's resur-
rection (& cross-crown canopy ).

Beneath the cross is a thabor (throne of exposition) with a drop of
blood above it on a background of wheat and vine.
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of Baptism.

The canopy stresses the Easter Vigil: two paschal candles, the Paschal
Lamb and a shell amidst streams of water to symbolize the sacrament

[n the branches of the Tree of Life on the Gospel side are symbols

of individual sacraments (Holy Eucharist, Penance, Last Anointing);
on the Epistle side, symbols of social sacraments ( Confirmation, Matri-

mony, Holy Orders).
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Baptism: The baptismal waters
(flowing from the shell) draw-
ing their power from Christ's
passion and death have washed
our souls, inundated them with
divine grace. In these waters we
have been mystically buried and
we have arisen to a new life with
Christ.

Holy Eucharist: The Gospel ac-
count of the multiplication of the
loaves and fishes lies at the bot-
tom of this representation. The
fish represents Christ; here,
pierced by the cross, it repre-
sents Christ's immolation on
Calvary.

Penance: The keys in the symbol
represents "the power of the keys"
lett by Christ to His Church. The
raised right hand refers to the
administration of the sacrament
of Penance.

Last Anointing: The lamp in the
symbol has reference to the soul
which is to be prepared fordeath.
Just as the flame is fed and
strengthened by oil, sothe anoint-
ing with oil - symbolized by the
pitcher with the letters O.1. - for-
tifies the soul for the final strug-
gle. The olive branch represents
the oil produced by the tree.

Confirmation: After our initia-
tion into the Christlife through
Baptism, we receive the sacra-
ment of maturity -~ Confirma-
tion. In a special manner the
Holy Spirit (dove) is given in
this sacrament. He descends up-
on the confirmed Christian with
His seven gifts (indicated by the
seven rays) and makes him a
true soldier of Christ ( shield with
the monogram -- XP). In this
sacrament we are marked with
Christ's seal; henceforth we be-
long entirely to Him,

Matrimony: The burning lamps
represent the persons of the
spouses. The two intertwining
rings signily not only the close
union of the two brought about
through the sacrament, but also
the indissolubility of Christian
marriage. Thecross overshadow-
ing the spouses indicates Christ's
interest and partnership in the
matrimonial union, while the
waves at the bottom symbolize
the graces of the sacrament.

Holy Orders: In this symbol the
principal functions of a priest
are illustrated. The stole has rel-
erence to his teaching and sancti-
fying powers. The chalice and
host symbolize the priest's office
as sacrilicer (Sacrilice of the
Mass). The book represents the
intercessory function of the priest;
through him the Church official-
ly offers her prayers to God.
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The central panel is framed by six statues representing some of the

sacrifices and symbols of the Old Testament which were varied and

manifold figures of Christ's real sacrifice.

Gospel Side

1. In Abel's sacrilice ol a lamb the

redemption of the world and the
sacrifice of Christ, the true Lamb
of God, were announced and pre-
figured. Both were pleasing to
God and acceptable for the re-
mission of sin.

. Abraham, who is also "our pa-
triarch", did indeed sacrifice his
son, but Isaac's blood in reality
was not shed. Abraham "received
him from death for a parable"
(Heb. 11,19) as a figure of the
Risen Savior, who as "Lamb
standing, as if slain" (Apoc. 5,6),
offers Himself on the altar in
an unbloody manner.

. Melchizedech's sacrifice of bread
and wine is the most striking
figure of the Eucharistic sacri-
fice. God conferred upon him the
honor of prefiguring the priest-
hood and the sacrifice of Christ,
inasmuch as both are perpetuated
in the New Covenant. Christ is
called "a priest forever accord-
ing to the order of Melchizedech"
(Ps. 109,4).

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Epistle Side

4. After Noe offered a sacrilice on

leaving the ark, God made "an
everlasting covenant" of mercy
with "every living soul." After the
sacrifice of the cross, God made
with our Lord, and through Him
with men, a covenant that will
never end.

. Moses set up a brazen serpent,

the sight of which cured the bites
of the burning serpent. "As Moses
lifted up the serpent in the desert,
so must the Son of man be lifted
up: that whosoever believes in
Him may not perish, but may
have life everlasting” (John 11,

14-15).

». The paschal lamb, which the

Jews sacrificed in atonement, and
ate, was to be without a spot;
its blood saved them; the paschal
feast initiated the deliverance
from the bondage of Egypt. Jesus
is "our Pasch," the "unspotted and
undefiled" (1 Pet. 1,19) Lamb of
God that takes away the sins of
the world. His blood saves those
who apply to themselves the mer-
its of redemption. In the Eucha-
ristic banquet we triumph over
the darkness and our passions.
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Stained Glass Windows

The breath-taking beauty of the interior lies in the wonderful color
symphonies of the stained glass windows, designed and executed by
Erhard Stoetner of Milwaukee.

The windows in the sacristies, in mothers' and senior citizens' rooms
are of tapestry design. The baptistry windows incorporate in each group
of five lancets, within the central portion sections, resurrection-rebirth
symbolism. The four nave windows of sixteen panels each incorporate
a "star" within a jewel ornamental concept of design.

With colors of deepest blues and sapphires, mingling with ruby red
and golden yellow, these windows, like mammoth jewel cases, hold thou-
sands of precious stones sparkling on display.

They flatter the architecture, please the senses, lend an air of mystery
to the interior, create a calm state of mind, receptive to spiritual influence,
and give a faint representation of the joys of God.

Nowa Swigtynia Panska to pomnik Waszej zywej wiary i bezdennie
wdziecznej ofiarnosei za blogoslawienstwa Boze, jakie Pan Bog zsylal na
parafie nasza w ostatnich 50 latach.

Zwyczajnym ja szeregowcem i podzigkowanie moje, male i niskie, nie
doréwna zaslugom Wam, ale dobroé¢ Boza to wszystko Wam policzy a kiedys
po krélewsku niebem wynagrodzi.

Niech Opatrzno$é Boza z lask swych niewyczerpanego skarbca hojnie
i obficie blogoslawi Wam i rodzinom Waszym i pokoleniom Waszym, ktore
po nas zy¢ i mieszkaé tu beda, a kiedy$, gdy nas juz nie bedzie, niech w
stoncu Bozych lask tu, na Helenowie, diamentowy Swieca jubileusz.

Idac w przyszlosé w imie Boze, niech zawsze kwitnie wsrdd nas zgoda
i mysl dobra — jak dotad — na chwale Boza do sluzby 1 ofiary zawsze
gotowa.
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Rzuémy okiem wstecz 50 lat a ujrzymy milodego kaplana sSpieszacego
z Blue Island do Chicago w okolicy Augusta Boulevard i Western Avenue.
Tym kaplanem byl ks. Piotr Pyterek, ktéremu ks. arcybiskup James
Quigley, listem z dnia 6 czerwca 1913, polecil trudna prace organizowania
parafii pod wezwaniem $wietej Heleny.

Czekala na niego garstka wiernych, ktérzy byli przekonani, Zze sercem
i dusza ich wspélzycia jest kosciol i szkola katolicka.

Wsréd nich dokumentujemy nastepujacych: P, Ligman, J. Ruszkiewicz,
Antoni Klodzinski, P. Bykowski, F. Strobot, Max S. George, A. Hibner,
A. Urbanski, P. Mindok, E. Kirsten, M. Gastinowski, J. Sadowski, L.
Wréblewski, J. Frankowski.

Pierwsze kroki

Pierwsza Msz¢ $wieta odprawiono w Columbus Public School w nie-
dzielg, dnia 13 lipca 1913. Tam tez odprawiano nabozenstwa do Srody
popielcowej, dnia 25 lutego, 1914.

Kolekta w pierwsza niedziele wynosila $31.49 a doch6d z 5 niedziel w
sierpniu wynosil $136.78.

Przez pewien czas Ks. Proboszcz zamieszkiwal na plebanii §§. Mlodzian-
kéw, gdzie tez znajdowala sig kancelaria parafialna.
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Niebawem zakupiono grunt przy naroznikach Augusta i Oakley Boule-
vards, na ktérym staly dwa budynki. Jeden z nich przeznaczono na plebanie
a drugi na klasztor siéstr felicjanek.

Z taka energia przystapiono do budowy gmachu koscielno-szkolnego, ze
w szesciu miesiacach, dnia 2 listopada 1913, ks. biskup Pawel Rhode,
pierwszy biskup polskiego pochodzenia w Stanach Zjednoczonych, poswiecil
kamienn wegielny.

W nawiasach nalezy dodac, ze sakramentu bierzmowania po raz pier-
wszy w parafii Swietej Heleny udzielil ks. arcybiskup Jerzy Mundelein dnia
22 maja 1918.

Dalszy rozwoj parafii

Splywalo na parafie blogoslawienstwo Boze. Do parafii przybywalo
coraz to wiecej rodzin. Nowy gmach okazal si¢ za maly. Przystapiono wigc
do budowy drugiego kombinacyjnego gmachu — kosciola i szkoly.

Dnia 22 grudnia 1924 ks. pralat Franciszek Ostrowski poswiecil kamien
wegielny pod nowy gmach a kazanie wyglosit ks. Franciszek Jagielski. Z tej
okazji pisal “Dziennik Chicagoski’:

“Bedzie to budynek tymczasowy, bo budowa gléwnego kosciola nastapi
kiedys w przyszlosci, jak juz slycha¢ — w niedalekiej — a stanie frontem
na Oakley Boulevard. . . .

“W przyszlosei, gdy stanie gléwny kosciol, nowobudujacy sie zamie-
niony bedzie na sal¢ parafialna.

“Dzieki pomocy ofiarnej parafii swietej Heleny ks. proboszez P.
Pyterek dokonal dziela, a chociaz jest dopiero w polowie drogi, da Boég, ze
celu dopnie i doczeka si¢ budowy wielkiego, wspanialego kosciola, w ktorym
nie tylko ci, co zbuduja, ale i przyszle pokolenia chwali¢ beda Boga. . .”

Niestety marzenie to stalo si¢ rzeczywistoScia dopiero 40 lat pdzniej.

Pierwsza Msze swigta w nowym kombinacyjnym budynku odprawil ks.
Jan Zwierzchowski dnia 25 maja 1925 a kazanie wyglosil ks. Ludwik
Grudzinski; wieczorem za$ tego samego dnia podezas majowego nabozen-
stwa kazanie wyglosil ks. Edward Kowalewski.

Poswiecenia zas dokonal ks. biskup Edward Hoban dnia 23 sierpnia
1925 a po poswigceniu Msze Swieta celebrowal ks. Bronislaw Czajkowski.
W swym kazaniu ks. biskup Hoban powinszowal parafii sw. Heleny za
pomysine uskutecznienie tego powaznego dziela, ktore wymagalo niezwyklej
przezornosci zarzadu parafii, tudziez wielkiego zaufania i ofiarnosci ze strony
parafii.

Srebrny jubileusz parafii

Rozwijalo si¢ bujnie duchowe zycie parafii, ale rozw6j materialny byt
niemozliwy z powodu wielkiej depresji, drugiej wojny swiatowej i choroby
Ks. Proboszeza.

Dnia 5 czerwea 1938 parafia obchodzila srebny jubileusz swego zalo-
zenia, Kronika parafialna notuje:




“Ks. P. H, Pyterkowi w pracy do zaloZenia pomagalo dziewieciu ksiezy
a byli nimi ksieza: F. Marcinek. P. Sobota, T. Smyk, I. Renklewski, F.
Dampts, E, Sonnefeld, L. Sychowski, F. Czarny, S. Kowalski, W. Nowakow-
ski. . . Szkola i dzie¢mi opiekuja sig siostry felicjanki w liczbie okolo 29. . .
Choérami parafialnymi zajmuje si¢ Jan Dendor a pod jego kierownictwem
pie¢ choroéw upieksza nabozenstwa koscielne ., . .

Siedmiu za§ wychowankéw dala parafia w nastepnych 25 latach a sa
nimi ksieza: E. Mika, K. Szatkowski, K. Kozien, T. Jarosz, O.F.M., R,
Dziedzic, D. Motzny, O.S.M., R. Lewicki, S.J.

Zloty jubileusz i $§mieré¢ pierwszego Proboszeza

Z biegiem czasu ks. P. Pyterek upadal na zdrowiu a kierownictwo parafii
spadalo na barki ksiezy wikarych.

W roku 1949 przystapiono do remontu i powiekszenia klasztoru kosztem
$90,000.00.

Dnia 3 maja 1953 ks. P. Pyterek, w obecnosci kard. S. Stritcha, obchodzil
zloty jubileusz Swiecen kaplanskich oraz 40 lat pasterzowania w parafii §w.
Heleny. W pamigtniku wydanym z tej okazji czytamy:
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“Parafia sw. Heleny powstala i wzrastala z entuzjazmu swego ojca
duchowego przepelnionego milo$cia Boga i blizniego i checia prowadzenia
r}g‘llgich do lepszego i doskonalszego Zycia. Zadne przeszkody, zadne braki
finansowe go nie zrazily, a gdy inni mieli chwile wahan, on nigdy w swe
zdolnoscei, za laska Boza nie zwatpil. Dzielo swe prowadzil i do dzi§ dnia
zdolnie i gorliwie prowadzi . . . A swa pasterska troska wyjednal sobie zau-
fanie i wzajemna milos¢ parafian . ., .”

Dnia 25 pazdziernika 1955 odszed! w zaswiaty na wieczny spoczynek
IkIS'I P. Pyterek, zalozyciel i przez 43 lata pierwszy proboszcz parafii s§w.
Heleny.

Wiew nowego Zycia

Kierownictwo osieroconej parafii objal, dnia 13 stycznia 1956, ks. pralat
Stanistaw Piwowar, dlugoletni dyrektor wykonawezy Ligi Katolickiej] —
Ligi pomocy religijnej Paolsce. Obejmujac probostwo, zaznaczyl:

“Jestem Wam moze nieznany, ale nie jestem Wam obcy. Przychodze
wiee do Was z zaufaniem swego do swoich . . . Witam Was slowem pozdro-
wienia, slowem uznania i slowem prosby . . . Wladze koscielne oddaly mi
kluez do kosciola §w. Heleny i do tabernakulum na oltarzu. Ale brak mi
trzeciego kluczyka, ktorego dac¢ mi nie moze zadna wladza na ziemi, a nawet

i w niebie. A jest nim klucz do serc Waszych . . . Darzcie mie zaufaniem . . .
Otwdrzeie mi swe serca . . . Mnie praca . . . Wam pozytek . . . A Bogu
chwala. . .”

Parafia ruszyla do czynu. Otworzyla serce swemu proboszczowi.

Kosztem $300,000.00 ukonezono budowe osmioklasowej szkoly, ktorej
budowe rozpoczal ks. administrator E. Maday we wrzesniu 1955. Gmach ten
poswiecil Samuel Kard. Stritch dnia 2 grudnia 1956, oraz udzielil sakra-
mentu bierzmowania. W okresie 18 miesiecy splacono dlug w sumie
$230,000.00,

Dnia 20 lipca 1957 Ojciec Swiety zamianowal Ks. Proboszeza pralatem
domowym w uznaniu zastug dla Kosciola w Polsce na posrednictwem Ligi
Katolickie].

Nowy koSciol i nowa plebania

W styczniu 1958 Ks. Proboszez oznajmil parafianom, iz na zyczenie
J. E. kard. Samuela Stritcha parafia przystepuje do budowy nowego kosciola
i plebanii.

Projekt ten parafianie przyjeli z wielkim entuzjazmem a swe uczucia
zadokumentowali wielka, nieporéwnana 1 prawdziwie bezprzykladna
ofiarnoscia.




W miedzyczasie upadala dzielnica. Ludnosé zaczela wedrowacé poza
miasto. Niepozadane elementy zaczely ukazywac sie coraz to liczniej. Byly
nawet pewne wahania ze strony wladzy koscielnej do tego stopnia, Ze ogra-
niczono koszta budowy do $850,000.00.

Przylozywszy jednak reke do pluga, nikt nie spogladal wstecz. Budowe
rozpoczeto dn. 1 marea 1963. Kamien wegielny poswiecil ks. pralat Stanistaw
Piwowar dnia 16 sierpnia 1964 w asyscie wychowankow parafii ks. Kazi-
mierza Szatkowskiego 1 ks. Roberta Dziedzic. Aktu poSwiecenia dokonal
Albert Kardynal Meyer dnia 20 grudnia 1964. Koszta budowy wynosily
$900,000.00 nie liczac umeblowania i honorarium architekta.

Wspanialy bilans dzialalnosci

Parafia jest spolecznosciag religijna i religijne sa jej zadania. Na lonie
parafii wierni poznawaja Boga i Jego objawienie. Tu sie dokonywa odro-
dzenie z laski i “‘utwierdzenie przez Ducha Swietego we wewnetrznego
czlowieka" (Ef. 3:16).

Stopien zycia nadprzyrodzonego jest miara ducha parafii i zasadnicza
podstawa jej oceny. Tylko ta parafia na prawde urzeczywistnia Ewangelie,
w ktorej ogol parafian zyje zyciem laski, bo Chrystus po to przyszedl, by
“dusze zywot mialy i obficiej mialy” (Jan. 10:10),

Rzut oka na przebrnieta w niemalym trudzie pol-wiekowa dzialalnosé
parafii Sw. Heleny napelnia wszystkich glebokim wzruszeniem i radosnym
rozrzewnieniem.
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_ . Bilans jej dzialalnosci jest wspanialy cyfrowo i duchowo: chrztow —
7,385; pierwszej Komunii §wietej — 7,136: bierzmowanych — 7,347; slubéw
— 2.995; pogrzebow — 3,245.

Obecnie jest w parafii przeszlo 2,214 rodzin, a w tej liczbie okolo 450
z nowej emigracji. Okolo 400 rodzin mieszka poza obrebem parafii.

Zloty jubileusz

Z okazji zlotego jubileuszu parafii stanela nowa $§wiatynia Panska —
pomnik wdzigezno$ci — Bogu na chwale a dusz zbawienny pozytek.

“Zywymi i wybranymi kamieniami” wmurowanymi w gmach Bozy sa
dusze w Chrystusie uswiecone. Wznoszac nowa Swiatynie Panska, parafia
wzniosta rowniez w sercach ludzkich, przez trzygodniowa misje, “przybytki
Ducha Swietego.”

Zlote gody obchodzila parafia z cala gorliwoscia duszy. Radognie
rozkolyszaly sie wdzigczne dzwony nowej Swiatyni Panskiej. Cala parafia
zblizyla sie do Boga. Z wdziecznych serc zabrzmialo uroczyste “Te Deum.”
Przed Bogiem miloSci w Przenajswietszej Hostii utajonej zapalono Zarem
wierzacych serc wieczng lampke.

“W tym znaku zwycieiysz”

Krotkie lata mijaja, a czlowiek idzie Scieszka, ktéra nigdy nie wraca.
“Jak dlugim okres — pdl wieku — zda sie w twym zyciu czlowieku! Ale u
Boga sa wieki, jakby mgnienie powieki!”

Kiedys, po latach, moze kto$ znajdzie i weZzmie do reki ten zarys historii
parafii Sw. Heleny, przejrzy go, przeczyta i dowie si¢ z niego o pracach, o
ofiarach naszych wspdlnych i zbuduje sie nimi, a moze i wzér dobry i
przyklad z nich weZmie na dalsze, podobne dzialania.

Jak na pierwszym standarze chrzeScijanskim napisano za BoZzym
wskazaniem: “W tym znaku zwyciezysz”’ — tak wlasnie i na naszej choragwi
to samo widnieje godlo, z ktérym wyszliSmy w Zycie pracy i trudu.

Z tej to idei, z tych wierzen powstala parafia §w. Heleny, w imie tej
idei i z tymi wierzeniami idzie ona w przyszlosé, istnieé bedzie dalej, — da
Bég — latwiejsza juz postepujac drogsg.



SZKOLA PARAFIALNA
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Dom rodzicielski i szkola to najglowniejsze czynniki, jakie wplywaja
na dziecko i decyduja o wartosei czlowieka.

Zadaniem domu rodzicielskiego jest rozwija¢ w dziecku juz od pierw-
szyvch lat mlodocianych jego Zzycia — uczucia religijne.

Szkola parafialna przychodzi rodzicom z wazna pomoca. Nie poprze-
staje howiem tylko na nauce szkolnych przedmiotow, zwyezajnie wymaga-
nveh, lecz sigga dalej: obznajmia dzieci z wiara katolicka i w atmosferze
katolickiej ¢wiczy wole i charakter dzieci.

Tak samo jest i u nas. Réwnoczesnie z parafia powstala takze i szkola
parafialna, w ktérej od poczatku az do czasOw dzisiejszych ss. felicjanki z
nadzwyczajnie dodatnimi rezultaty z bohaterskim po$wieceniem pracuja.

Pierwszy rok szkolny rozpoczal si¢ dn. 7 wrzesnia 1914. Do szkoly zglo-
silo sig 312 dzieci. Sztab nauczycielski skladal sie z 4 nauczycielek. Pierwsza
przelozona byla Siostra Maria Amanda.

S
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W roku 1925, gdy ukonczono kombinacyjny budynek, dodano 12 sal
wykladowych, a w roku 1956 powstal nowy gmach szkolny, w ktérym
miesci sie biblioteka, rodzaj ambulatorium na wypadek naglej potrzeby oraz
8 sal wykladowych posiadajacych wszelkie potrzebne uzupelnienia i nowo-
czesne ulepszenia,
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Szkola w cyfrach

Podobno w roku 1926 bylo w szkole 1,654 uczniow i uczennic. Ze
zebranych poklosi informacyjnych wynika, iz stan szkoly na przebiegu 50
lat wygladal nastepujace:

Obecnie szkola liczy T80 studentéw w 18 salach wykladowych pod
kierownictwem 15 siéstr felicjanek i 4 Swieckich nauczycielek.

Biblioteka

Jedna z ozdob szkoly naszej jest biblioteka, ktora otworzono w roku
1960. Okolo 1,500 ksiazek stanowi inwentarz tej czytelni, ktéra dla mlodych
milosnikéw ksiazki sprawia wiele radosei.
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Bractwa koScielne

Do liczniejszych zrzeszen parafialnych nalezy zalicza¢ stowarzyszenia
dzieci szkolnych: mlodszy oddzial Sodalicji Najsw. Marii Panny, Towarzy-
stwo Rycerzy Oltarza, Liga Eucharystyczna, Apostolstwo Modlitwy i dru-
zyna skautowska.

Dla dziewczat, ktére juz przystapily do pierwszej Komunii swietej,
istnieje od roku 1914 mlodszy oddzial Sodalicji N. Marii Panny a ma na celu
czes¢ i gorliwe nabozenstwo do N. M. Panny oraz nasladowanie jej endt.
Formalna agregacja do sodalicyj marianskich nosi date dn. 10 styeznia 1954.

Aby zachecié ministrantow do stanu kaplanskiego, powstalo dla nich,
dnia 15 maja 1960, Towarzystwo “Rycerzy Oltarza." Chlopcy w miarg
postepu naleza do jednego ze czterech stopni a sa nimi: paz, rycerz, rycerz-
komandor i wielki rycerz.

Po pierwszej Komunii §wietej dziatwa wstepuje do Krucjaty Euchary-
styeznej, ktora powolano do zycia dnia 14 lutego 1962, celem rozszerzenia
nabozenstwa do Najsw. Sakramentu Oltarza a przede wszystkim do przy-
stepowania codziennie do Komunii swietej.

Dnia 10 czerwea 1965 powstalo dla dziatwy szkolnej Apostolstwo Modli-
twy a szkole Swietej Heleny poswiecono opiece Najéw. Serca Pana Jezusa.
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Orkiestra szkolna

W roku 1929 zorganizowano orkiestre szkolng. Dyrektorami byli: W.
Winifield (1929-1931), A, E. Petrocelli (1931-1937), Jan Sovinec (1938-
1965). Wspélpracowal z nimi Siostra M. Michalina, Siostra Maria Rachel
i obecnie Siostra Maria Eleutheria.

Chluba parafii jest nasza orkiestra szkolna, ktéra ma wyrobiona tra-
dycje zbierania lauréw na dorocznych kontestach. W roku 1930 zdobyla
trzecia nagrode a w roku 1931, 1932 i 1933 druga nagrode. Rok rocznie z
okazji kontestow orkiestra zyskuje od 50 do 60 medalow za celujace wystepy
— indywidualne i zbiorowe a w “All City Honor Band" ma zawsze liczna
reprezentacje. Rocznymi zas koncertami, ktore pnrzynosza od dwoch do
trzech tysiecy dolarow orkiestra szkolna przyczynila sie wielce do powiek-
szenia funduszu budowy nowego kosciola.

Szkola dla dorostych

Osobno nadmieniamy, Ze od Kkilku lat w naszej szkole posiadamy dla
dorostych elementarne wyklady jezyka angielskiego i lekcje przygotowujace
do egzaminow obywatelskich. Obecnie zas zaangaZowano nauczycielke
wylacznie do nauki jezyka angielskiego dzieci nowoprzybylych. Nauczyciel-
skie sily ze szkol publicznych prowadza te wyklady z duzym dla licznych
sluchaczy pozytkiem.

Nie znizamy lotu

Zadna szkola parafialna nie oplaca si¢. Roczny niedobdr w naszej szkole
wynosi blisko $25,000.00. A jednak mimo pietrzacych si¢ trudnosci szkola
parafialna §w. Heleny pozostanie nadal na posterunku w przekonaniu, Ze po
chlebie powszednim najwazniejsza sprawa w zyciu czlowieka jest budow -
anie krolestwa ducha.
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ZYCIE NASZYCH ZRZESZEN

Przestarzalym zjawiskiem w zyciu parafialnym sa zrzeszenia, ktére w
to zycie nic nie wnosza, a raczej je obciazaja.

Organizacje katolickie i bractwa koscielne nie powinny zamykac sie
w sobie i byé celem dla siebie. Jezeli choruja na prozni¢ w celach, na
plytkos¢ idealéow, na brak zrozumienia dla misji Kosciola, jezeli kostnieja w
szablonach albo gubia si¢ w formulkach, jezeli glownymi objawami ich
bytowania sa zabawy — to dla zycia parafialnego nie maja rzeczywistego
Znaczenia.

Organizacje katolickie sa o tyle uzasadnione, o ile budza w swych
czlonkach swiadomosé parafialng, pielegnuja w nich zycia nadprzyrodzone
i przyczyniaja si¢ do duszpasterskiej plodnosci parafii., Tylko takie organi-
zacje sa chluba i potega parafii.




CHOR PARAFIALNY

Od samego prawie poczatku naszej parafii istnialy przy niej chory.
Przechodzily rgzne koleje, zawsze jednak starajgc sie utrzymacé na wyzynie
spiew na chwale Boza.

W roku 1913 powstal chér z 25 panien, ktéry spiewal podezas nabo-
zenstw w szkole Columbus. Organista byl Jakub Netzel.

W roku 1914 powstal staly chér $§w. Heleny. Pierwsza prezeska byla
Waleria Boguszewska a organista Ignacy Smykowski, ktory niedlugo
piastowal posade, bo juz w roku 1915 syn jego, Rafal Smykowski, objal
kierownictwo choru. On tez zorganizowal mlodszy chér sw, Heleny.

Nastepnie posade organisty sprawowali Jan Bielawa (1916-1919) i
Leon Cieszykowski (1919-1924).

Nowe zycie powstalo w chorach parafialnych, gdy od 1 listopada 1924
az do 27 grudnia 1955, kierownictwo chéréw i posade organisty piastowal
Jan Dendor. On tez, dn. 1 lutego 1926, zalozy! chér mezatek pod wezwaniem
Sw. Anny.

Oprocz tych choréw istnialy zawsze choéry dzieci szkolnych, ktore Spie-
waly podczas nabozenstw w czasie tygodnia.

Kolejno posade organisty piastowali: Jan Wojewodka (1956-1959),
Waclaw Betlejewski (1960-1963), James Ross (1963-), Alex Jeschke (1964-)

Ten ostatni, zamilowany i pierwszorzednie ukwalikowany muzyk, z
calym po$wieceniem oddal sie¢ pracy nad organizowaniem starszego choru
$w. Cecylii i choru chlopcow. Rezultat jego i Siostry M. Eleutherii wytrwa-
lych i umiejetnych zabiegow jest taki, ze dzisiaj z duma rzecz mozemy, iz
chor chlopeéw przy naszej parafii nalezy do najlepszych tego rodzaju
zespolow Spiewaczych wsréd polskich parafii w Chicago i okolicy rozleglej.
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Franciszka Zelnia
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BRACTWO NIEWIAST ROZANCOWYCH

Z glebokiej wiary i wielkiej tesknoty serca zrodzila sie 50 lat temu mysl
zbawienna zalozenia Bractwa Niewiast Roézancowych przy parafii Sw.
Heleny.

Juz w dwa miesigce po zaloZeniu parafii wsréd najzacniejszych poboz-
nych niewiast powstaje mysl — iscie od Boga natchniona a na zaleceniach
Stolicy Apostolskiej oparta — skupienia wszystkich niewiast w parafii w
bractwo maryjne — rézancowe — dla chwaly Bozej i wlasnego uswigcenia.

Do komitetu organizacyjnegi wchodzily: Jozefa Jendrzejek, Franciszka
Klodzinska, Paulina Ligman, Franciszka Rajman, Marcella Wrdblewska,
Franciszka Kuich i Emilia Tadelska,

Swigtej pamigci ks. Piotr Pyterek zamiary ich pochwalil, bractwo zapo-
czatkowal i zbozne ich myéli poblogostawil,

Sziachetne inicyatywy poczely przyjmowal ksztaty realnych planéw i w
tworcze zaczely przemieniaé sie poczynania. Na pierwsze zebranie organi-
zacyjme, dn. 8 wrzesnia 1913, przybylo 50 czlonkin. Niestety kanoniczne
zalozenie nastgpilo dopiero dnia 10 wrzesnia 1951.

Do pierwszego zarzadu wstepuja: Ks. Piotr Pyterek, kapelan; Fran-
ciszka Klodzinska, przelozona i skarbniczka; Franciszka Rajman wice-
przelozona. Pigé lat pézniej obowiazek przelozonej objela Franciszka Rajman.

W roku 1920 wybrano trzeci zarzad: Ks. Piotr Pyterek, kapelan; Elzbieta
Bieschke, przelozona; Franciszka Kuich, wice-przelozona; Wiktoria Klonder,
skarbniczka; Franciszka Kosinska, chorazyni. W roku 1930, na polecenie
Franciszki Kosinskiej, na chorazynie wybrano Apoloni¢ Kopeé,

Ks. Piotr Pyterek
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Po swierci $p. ElZzbiety Bieschke w roku 1940 na przelozona wybrano
Franciszke Zelni¢, a w roku 1944, po sSmierci sp. Wiktorii Klonder, na
skarbniczke wybrano Klare Kleczewske.

W sklad obecnego zarzadu wchodza: Franciszka Zelnia, przelozona;
Helena Makowska, wice-przelozona; Joanna Przyborowska, wice-przelozona;
Zofia Bieschke, sekretarka finansowa; Joanna Slowik, sekretarka finan-
sowa; Maria Pochron, sekretarka finansowa; Franciszka Gorska, sekretarka
protokolowa; Klara Kleczewska, skarbniczka; Maria Zoladz, chorazyni.

W ofiarnosci na cele dobroczynne i parafialne Bractwo Niewiast Rozan-
cowych zawsze — wsrod organizacyj parafialnych — pierwsze zajmowalo
miejsce i to nie z przymusu prawa, ale z ukochania sprawy bozej. Ukorono-
waniem zas tej wielkodusznej ofiarnosci jest ufundowanie — Kkosztem
$5,000.00 — bocznego oltarza i statuy Wniebowziecia N. M. Panny ku czei
Bogarodzicy Dziewicy Niepokalanej na wieczng rzeczy pamiatke zyjacych
i tych, ktore zasnely w Panu.

W niedziele, dn. 13 pazdziernika 1963, w zlotych blaskach obfitego plonu
Bractwo Niewiast Rozancowych obchodzilo zloty jubileusz swego zalozenia
solenna Msza Swieta i bankietem w sali parafialnej. Z tej okazji wydano
skromny pamietnik, w ktorym czytamy:

“Czlonkinie Bractwa Niewiast Rozancowych, pod, kierownictwem swej
przelozonej, Franciszki Zelnia (ktéra zmarla dn. 27 kwietnia 1965 po 25
latach urzedowania) — zawsze Zywe, ruchliwe, czynne a do ustug parafii
gotowe — nigdy nie uchylaly sie od udzialu w zyciu parafialnym; udzielaly
zawsze poparcia inicjatywom katolickim; wspieraly prace Kosciola w swej
parafii; zdecydowana postawa wzmacnialy zagrozone pozycje wiary; a w
tajemnicach Zycia sakramentalnego, w modlitwie i rozmyslaniu prawd
objawienia szukaly tych odruchow i pobudek, ktore w Niepokalanemu Sercu
Marii towarzyszyly jej hymmowi wielkosei dzigkezynienia: Magnificat!
Uwielbiaj, duszo moja, Panal!”

Bractwo Niewiast Rozancowych — liczace obecnie 450 czlonkin w 34
rézach — nie bylo nigdy celem dla siebie, lecz Kosciolem bozym i uczestnic-
twem jego poslannictw, chluba i potega parafii, dodatnim przejawem zycia
parafialnego i jego poparciem.

KLUB PAN WANDY

Z braku protokoéléw pierwszych posiedzen przypuszczac tylko mozemy,
ze Klub Pan Wandy zostal zalozony w pierwszych latach istnienia parafii ku
wzajemnemu popieraniu sie, rozszerzaniu przyjazni i prawdziwe] siostrzanej
milogci oraz udzielaniu doraznej pomocy parafii.

Z zapiskow dowiadujemy sie, ze druga z rzedu prezeska od roku 1923
byla Stanislawa Budzban a od roku 1941 urzad ten chlubnie piastuje Maria
Dziedzic.

Klub ten rozwijal si¢ bardzo pomyslnie, pracujac zawsze ze wszech
miar pozytecznie przy piknikach, bazarach i karnawalach parafialnych, nie
zalujace nigdy ofiar na cele parafialne — zaréwno w pracy, jak w gotéwce.
Ostatnio do nowego kosciola zakupil bronzowe bramy do sanktuarium
kosztem $2,000.00.

Obecnie zrzeszenie to liczy 98 czlonkin a zarzad sklada si¢ z nastepu-
jacych: Ks. Marian Metler, kapelan; Maria Dziedzic, prezeska; Zofia
Szymanska, wiceprezeska; Janina Kula, sekretarka protokdlowa; Emilia
Sadowska, sekretarka finansowa; Emilia Sidor, kasjerka.

Dzialalno§¢ Klubu Pan Wandy zashuguje na wielkie uznanie i na
najszczersze slowa pochwaly.

In September, 1958, Casimir Pawlik organized Scout Troop 132 for o o el L R MR il
boys between 11 and 14 years of age. It consisted of 67 members. f st g b

The first leadership was provided by Bruno F. Wojcik (Chairman),
Chester Bonk (Scoutmaster) Len Strzepek, Geo. Ochotnicki, John Baranski,
Chester Dankowski, Ted Ptak.

At present there are 22 boys in this group under the leadership of
Bruno Wojcik (Chairman), Chester Dankowski (Scoutmaster) and William
Kiss.

This troop is considered one of the finest and most active in the Pioneer
Trail District. Over 225 boys participated in its activities. Scout advance-
ments were numerous. Al Bryk attained “The Eagle Scout” rank.

This troop is noted for having six boys in the cast of the “Gang Show"
of 1962 — the highest number of boys ever selected from one troop. These
boys formed the nucleus of “The Musical Preps” in the Explorer Post.
Explorer Post 2132

In September, 1963, Joseph Sipka, Bruno F. Wojcik and William Kiss
(who constitute the present leadership) organized the Explorer Post 2132
for boys who have reached their fourteenth birthday to keep them active
in scouting and to give them “a special hobby.” At present there are 16
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members.
Eleven of these young men — all original members of the Cub Pack
and Troop 132 — constitute “The Musical Preps” — an orchestra known

throughout the Chicagoland for its brilliant performance.
