It is helped along by the sun
of educated professors and lecturers, the rain of ques-
tions and answers all grounded in the soil of a quest
for truth, a life-long pursuit—frustration, regression,
advancement, certitude, satisfaction, and then another
cycle—the bread and boredom of students. We learn to
live, we learn to give, we learn to take, we learn to
share. All these are vital factors in the education of the
whole man who is prepared for meaningful work and
play refreshing and rejuvenating him. Without propor-
tioned fun we become dead instruments devoid of life
and spirit—as a wooden log floating in the river of
mankind pushed hither by currents, unanimated, un-
guided, and useless.

Indeed, lacking a purpose, we are lost. We succumb to
depression, degeneration, and eventual despair. Over-
coming our weaknesses has no simple solution, but
neither is it impossible. It requires all and everything
including dedication to work, commitment to our
ideals, and trust in God. From Him we receive and be-
gin, and to Him we give and end. Deo Gratias.
