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CONSTITUTION OF ST. JOSEPH'’S
SOCIETY AT ASSUMPTION
PARISH

ARTICLE ONE
Section One — General Purpose

The general purpose of St. Joseph's Society
shall be to further the glory of God and the
salvation of souls by means of good example,
frequent reception of the sacraments, and
frequent attendance at Mass.

Section Two — Particular Purposes

The duty of every member shall be to con-
scientiously support his pastor in the upkeep
of the parish school and all parish affairs.
St. Joseph’s Society shall:

a—regulate the initial fee and the monthly
dues of each member:

b—found and maintain a reserve fund for
the benefit of the sick and poor members
of the Society;

c—pay, in the event of a member’s death, the
proper sum to the widow and the orphans.

The Society or Fraternity of St. Joseph

shall not be dissolved unless its membership

shall drop below ten (10). In the event of

its dissolution, any property it has, falls to

the ownership of the Church of the Assump-

tion, Detroit, Michigan.
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ARTICLE TWO
Requirements for Membership
Section One — General Requirements

Only the good and practicing Catholics who
fulfill conscientiously the duties of their state
of life and of their Faith, and who are en-
gaged in an honest trade or husiness, shall
be admitted as members of the Society.

Every member shall receive the sacraments
at least four times a year, and necessarily so
once at Easter.

Any person who 1s a member of any society
forbidden or condemned by the Church,
shall not be admitted to membership in this
Society.

Section Two — Particular Reguirements

Every person upon entering St. Joseph's

Society shall pay the fee as voted upon at the

annual meeting.

a—>Should the officers of the Society de-
mand from the member a doctor’s certi-
ficate, concerning the state of health of
member, he shall present such a certifi-
cate.

b—If, after the lapse of six months, it shall
become evident that the newly accepted
member was suffering from some secret
illness, he shall he expelled from the
society. In this case he shall forfeit all
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rights to the dues which he thus far has
paid, which in turn shall hecome the
property of the Society’s treasury.

3. New members shall be received at every

monthly meeting.

4. a—Omnly males shall be received who have
completed their eighteenth birthday, or
who have not as yet completed their
fortieth hirthday.

b—Should some one falsify his age, as for
example, stating that he is thirty eight
years of age, while in reality he is forty,
and should this falsification become
known, the member shall forfeit all rights
to any Fraternal sick-aid and to all
benefits in case of death,

ARTICLE THREE
Rights and Duties of Members
Section One — Reverence for Priests

1. Every member of the Society shall show
proper respect and reverence for every
Catholic priest who is the representative
of Jesus Christ,

2. a—Should a priest visit the meeting, all
members shall rise and welcome him with
the salutation : “Praised Be Jesus Christ”.

h—Should the priest remain for the meeting,
the President shall yield his place to the
priest.
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Section Two — Attendance at Meetings
1. All able-bodied members shall be present at
each meeting.

a—AIll members shall be present at the
i annual election meeting, the quarterly
meeting, and all extraordinary meetings.

t 2. a—Upon arrival at the meeting, every mem-
; ber shall take his place, and shall observe

proper decorum.

b—The President shall call the meeting to
arder.

c—Any member wishing to speak at a meet-
ing shall ask the president or the presid-
ing ofificer for the floor; he shall speak
only when acknowledged by the president
or presiding officer. Upon receiving the
floor, he shall speak slowly and respect-
fully to all present.

d—No one shall speak more than five (3)
minutes during the discussions.

e—Only matter pertaining to the Society
shall be the subject of discussion at the

| monthly meetings.

i
| f—All calumny, quarreling, and profane

language is hereby strictly forbidden
¢ under punishment of expulsion from the

- Society.
g—The officers shall be addressed with the
title due to them.
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3. Every member shall immediately inform the
Recording Secretary of any change of
address.

Section Three — Sickness, Benefits

In the event that any member shall become
ill, he shall immediately inform by mail or
proxy the Financial Secretary, who in turn
shall inform the Director of Sick, and
who then shall inform the President of this
matter. p
a—Should the Committee of Sick be certam
of the illness of any member, and shall

receive a testimony from the doctor, then-

the sick member shall receive the sickness
benefit of five dollars ($5) weekly. If
his illness shall be prolonged, then the
sick member shall receive the sum of five
dollars  ($5) weekly for a maximum
period of eighteen (18) weeks through-
out the year.

b—The Society shall not pay the sick benefit
to members beyond the maximum period
of eighteen (18) weecks throughout the
year.

c—Any member feigning illness, or need-
lessly exposing himself to sickness, or
becoming wounded or ill through con_'.hat_.
shall forfeit all rights to the aids of the
Society.

d—When it shall become known that a mem-
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ber received sick aid from the Society's
treasury after his illness, he shall return
all of the henefits he unjustly received;
shall he refuse to do so, he shall be ex-
pelled from the Society.

Section Four — Nature of Sickness

a—The nature of the sickness, whether or
not it is chronical shall be decided upon
by the doctor assigned or named by the
Society,

b—A member who shall inform the Society
of his illness, shall agree, in case of doubt
or suspicion as to the nature of his illness
or as to the state of his health, to undergo
a physical examination by a doctor asign-
ed or named by the Society. The Society
shall pay the doctor’s fee,

c—In case of chronical illnesses, the sick
member shall receive the full benefit of
the sick aid, in the first year of such
illness, that is for the period of eighteen
(18) weeks. In the second year of the
same illness the member shall receive the
sick aid for the period of ten (10)
weeks, third year 5 weeks. A member
who shall be sick beyond this period shall
not receive further sick aid. Instead his
sick fees shall be paid up to the time of
his recovery. This exemption shall not
however include the fee for the death
benefit.
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Any member who shall visit forbidden
places, dance parties and taverns, r_luT'mg the
time of his illness shall forfeit his rights to
the sick aid. His case shall be decided upon
by the votes of the members.

Section Five — Dues :

Every member shall pay a monthly fee of
thirty cents (30c) to the treasury of the So-
ciety. Should he neglect this duty for three
months, he shall lose all rights to the sick
aid.

He who shall neglect to pay his dues for the
period of six months, after a written ad-
monition, shall be expelled from the Society.
However if the member shall not be able to
pay his dues because of illness or some other
extraordinary reason, then the body of mem-
bers shall have the power to decide whether
the member is at fault and thus to expel
him, or if not at fault, to retain him in the
Society.

Section Six — Death of a Member

In the event of the death of a member, it
shall be the duty of the Committee to make
arrangements with the local pastor so that
the members may say a Rosary m common
for the happy repose of the member’s soul.

In the event of the death of a member who
shall have no one to make the necessary
provisions for the funeral, it shall be the duty
of the Society to bury the corpse and pay
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the cost of the funeral ; but the cost shall not
exceed the sum which would be ordinarily
due at his death. If any money shall still
remain, after the cost of the funeral has been
paid, then such money shall be kept in the
treasury, and shall be occastonally offered
for Mass for the repose of the member's soul.

In the event of the death of a member, his
widow or dependents shall receive from the
Society the sum agreed upon at each annual
meeting.,

a—1In the event of the death of a member’s
wife, then the member shall receive the
sum agreed upon at each annual meeting,

b—In the event of the death of a member,
every member shall pay the sum of one
dollar ($1.00); in the event of the death
of a member’s wife, every member shall
pay the sum of fifty cents (50¢). Priests
shall be exempt from this fee.

In the event of the death of a member, or
of any member's wife, then the widow, or
the member shall receive from the Society
a hearse, one car, and the assistance of nine
members, six who shall act as pallbearers
for the remains. Three men shall act as the
standard bearers. The nine shall be nominat-
ed in alphabetical order from the member-
ship. They are obligated to be present.

a—The Recording Secretary shall give the
25




President a list of eighteen names from
which the pallbearers shall be chosen.

Section Seven — Society’s Golden Precept

Every member shall conscientiously fulfill
all the rules of the Society. He shall show
by example that he is a true son of the
Church of Christ, and a faithful member
of the Society.

Section Eight — Treasury

Should the occasion arise where the Society’s
treasury shall not have sufficient funds to
pay out the benefits, then every member
shall pay to the treasury at the monthly
meeting the sum agreed upo.

Section Nine — Officers
The officers of the Society shall be:
a—President
h—Vice-President
c—Recording Secretary
d—Financial Secretary
e—Five Trustees of the Treasury
f—Treasurer
g—One Sergeant at Arms
h—Two Marshalls
i —One Director of the Sick.
It shall he the duty of this staff to see that
all the rules are conscientiously fulfilled.
All the Executive officers shall be members
of all committees,
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ARTICLE FOUR
Election of Officers

All officers shall be elected at the annual
meeting which shall be held on the first
Sunday of December at 2:00 P. M. at the
Church of the Assumption School, Detroit,
Michigan.

ARTICLE FIVE
Duties of the President
Section One — Meetings

The President shall be present at every meet-
ing; he shall open, direct and close the
meeting.

The President shall see to it that every
member shall take his place, show pro er
decorum, and that discussions and proposi-
tions shall be handled peacefully and in
unity.

The President shall have the power to call
an extraordinary meeting in case of necessity.
1f the President shall be unable to be present
at the meeting, he shall notify the Vice-
President to take his place.

Section Two — Miscellaneouns

T}le President shall see to it that the rules
of the Society shall be conscientiously ful-
filled.

No sum of money shall be paid out from the
Society's treasury without the President’s
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knowledge. Moreover all seals of the So-
ciety shall be under his responsibility.

In an election, in the event of a tie, the Pres-
ident shall decide the issue with his vote.
The President shall not make any resolutions
nor second them. Should his resolution be
heneficial to the Society, then he shall yield

his place to the Vice-President, and shall .

introduce his resolution from the floor as an

ordinary member.

The President shall appoint the chairmen of

all committees. Only the President shall have

the right to remove these chairmen.

a—It shall be the duty of the President to
remember that the Holy Sacrifice of the
Mass be offered quarterly for the inten-
tion of the Society.

b—The Society shall offer a Requiem Mass
once a vear for all its deceased members.

ARTICLE SIX
Duties of the Vice-President
The Vice-President shall have the same
rights and duties as the President whenever
the President is unable to attend the meet-
ngs,
ARTICLE SEVEN
Duties of the Recording Secretary

The Recording Secretary shall have a Record
Book wherein he shall conscientiously write

the minutes, the discussions, and resolutions
of every meeting, so that he may read these
at the following meeting.
He shall keep an alphabetical list of the
members' names, their correct addresses, so
that should an extraordinary meeting be
necessary, he may notify the members.
He shall record into the expenses of the
Society any dishursement for the benefit of
the sick or deceased members,
He shall see to it that two members are
chosen monthly to aid the Director of Sick,
and that their names and addresses he hand-
ed to the President,
He shall be present at all meetings. [f for
a grave reason he should he absent, he shall
previously inform the Financial Secretary,
and shall give him the recording book.
ARTICLE EIGHT

Duties of the Financial Secretary
The Financial Secretary shall keep a dues
record book containing an alphabetical list
of the members’ names and shall collect dues
at regular meetings only.
He shall always try to collect in advance
the offerings of the members in the event
of the death of a member, and record these
into his hook.
He shall forward all income to the Treasurer
after receiving a receipt.
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4, He shall assume the duties of the Recording
Secretary in the latter's absence.
ARTICLE NINE
Duties of the Treasurer
1. Tt shall be the duty of the Treasurer to take
care of the Society's finances, to conscien-
tiously record all income and expense, to

keep the receipts, and to give a report on the
status of the treasury at every meeting.

2. He shall not pay out anything without the
President’s and the Financial Secretary’s
signature.

3, at no time have on hand a sum

of more than twenty five dollars ($25.00).
Any amount above this sum he shall de-
posit in the Society’s savings account at
the bank.

h—The bank book shall be signed in the
name of the Society and of three officers,
namely President, Financial Secretary
and Treasurer.

c—He shall post a bond of five hundred
dollars ($300.00), with the signature of
two tmkt\\mth\ co-signers in order that
he may fulfill | the duties of the Treasurer.

4. He shall he present at all meetings.

5. At the completion of his term he shall make
a conscientious report of all incomes and ex-
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penses, and shall present his hooks in good
order to his successor.
ARTICLE TEN
Duties of the Trustees

1. The Trustees of the Treasury shall see to it
that the Treasurer keep his books up-to-date.
It shall be their duty to check his books
every six months to keep good order.

ARTICLE ELEVEN
Duties of the Sergeant at Arms and Marshalls

1. The Sergeant at Arms shall be present and
keep order at every meeting,

2. The Marshalls shall lead the Society to Holy
Communion, ;

ARTICLE TWELVE
Duties of the Commitiee for the Sick

| ‘ I ick shall
receive notice of the illness of a member,
either 'he or some other member of his
Committee shall check the truthfulness
of this notice.

h—He shall investigate and report the nature
and duration of the illness to the Pres-
ident.

c—The Director of the Sick shall record the

name of the sick member and the length
of this illness.

2. After the period of eight days the Director

shall give an allottment signed by the Pres-
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ident for the sick member. The Financial
Secretary shall have it endorsed and shall
present it to the Treasurer for disbursement.

The Director of the Sick with his Committee
shall be present at every meeting to make
a report of members on the sick list.

ARTICLE THIRTEEN
Expulsion

The aim of every Society is to grow and
bear good fruit. Members acting contrary
to this aim are considered unfit and un-
worthy, hence liable to expulsion.

A member shall be liable to expulsion for

any of the following reasons:

a—If after a period of six months from the
date of his entrance, it becomes evident
that he had been formerly suffering from
some secret illness,

b—For non-payment of designated dues
(initial and active) for a period of six
months.

c—For omission of parish devotions —
(especially on Sundays and Holy days
of obligation).

d—For non-fulfillment of one's FEaster duty.

e—For membership in some society forbid-
den hy the Church.

f—All insubordination, disrespect, gossing,
calumny, or spreading scandal about
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ecclesiastical authorities, will be punished
by expudsion.

ARTICLE FOURTEEN

Procedure at Meetings

All shall rise at the sound of the gavel made
by the President or presiding officer. The
President shall proceed to open the meeting
with the Sign of the cross and the reading
of the following prayer:

“Most glorious St. Joseph, Virgin Spouse
of the Immaculate Mother of God, my
loving Patron, remember that it has never
heen known that any one invoked thy
help, or solicited thy patronage, without
obtaining relief. Encouraged by this as-
surance 1 commend my soul and body:
my temporal and eternal interests, to thy
powerful protection. O thou, the adopted
Father of the Eternal Son, despite not
this appeal, but listen to my prayer and
plead for my requests. Amen.”

(300 days indulgence. Pius XI.)
The Recording Secretary shall take the roll

of all, and of the officers whose presence
is necessary at the meeting.

The Recording Secretary shall read the
minutes of the last meeting.

4. Candidates to the Society shall be received

upon approval of the members,
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5. The various Committees, (especially the
Committee for the Sick) shall present their
reports.

6. All correspondence shall be read.

Offerings, dues, and cards shall he collected.

Unfinished business.

New husiness.

10. Report shall he given from the Financial
Secretary and the Treasurer.

11. The meeting shall close with prayer.

ARTICLE FIFTEEN
Amendment of the Constitution
1. Members shall propose amendments to this
Constitution at the annual and the semi-
annual meetings: in case of necessity, the
pastor shall be informed of the amendment.

OATH OF OFFICERS

of the Society sincerely and justly, according
to the will and the orders of the members and
the Constitution.

DECLARATION OF INTENTION

[ e fully understand the aims
and the rules of the Society, and accept them
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as good. T seck admission into the Society and
promise upon my word of honor to conscien-
tiously, openly, and willingly fulfill the rules of
the Society, and to conform to the resolutions
and suggestions proposed by the majority. In
the event of contrary action, I shall abide to
the decision of the rules of the Society. To con-
firm my declaration I hereby assign my signa-
ture to it.
